	Developments for this year… 

	· Reception- Year 2 are using Charanga music scheme as a planning and teaching tool.
· Music progression has been analysed from nursery- year 2, a word document has been devised. I have been in touch with the head of music in the junior school and learnt that they also use Charanga, so there is a smooth trasnistion from infants to juniors.
· In Nursery, a dedicated music session is held weekly and music is freely available for children in outside and indoor provision.
· All classes have access to the music trolley which is kept in the school library. The glockenspiels have a timetable, so that each class are able to work their timetable around when the glockenspiels are available.
· There has been a whole class set of glockenspiels, but some of the older ones need replacing, so these will be ordered soon.
· Music is now taught as a stand alone lesson each week in KS1,  using The Charanga music scheme, as a planning and teaching tool. 
· Music is taught discreetly everyday in EYFS and standalone lessons once a week using Charanga.
· There will be an update to Charanga in the near future so Nursery will be able to have their own plans and access resources.
· A whole school brochure has been completed for each subject, this is being collaborated onto a digital file. For Music, Charanga have their own pre written curriculum review, which has been printed.
· Charanga training has been given on a basic level to members of staff and a ‘step by step’ guide has been given to all staff, including the new members of staff. 
· Each class has a ‘music dictionary’. It has been advised that a new musical word is to be introduced and taught at the beginning of each music session. This is introduced as ‘new learning’. The dictionary is available to the children to access in the classroom when they need/want to.
· Singing assemblies take place weekly on a Tuesday with Mrs McGrath, where children get to sing and learn new songs, depending on the time of year. These are then also practised in class when there is time.
	· In house training to be given to all staff to get the most out of Charanga as a planning and teaching tool. This has been done in a short session and staff have been informed how to access the training videos.
· When funding is available, externa Charanga training to be delivered.
· New resources need to be purchased to fulfil objectives in line with NC, these include a 5 more Glockenspiels, so that we have a working class set and 10 recorders.
· Confidence in teachers to teach music and assess music, which will come with more training on the use of Charanga.
· Music clubs- for children to increase their love of music. I am hoping to introduce a recorder club, when I return from maternity.
· The subject brochure that was completed by all staff is being put together and a digital file will be uploaded to the school website to be available for parents to view.
· To find a suitable nativity for reception and purchase one for the Reception children, so that they have 3 they can rotate each year.
· To develop assessment in music across the whole school.
· To develop SEND provision for music, so that it is accessible for all children.
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
