Geography Curriculum Overview
Our Geography Curriculum is taught within the themed learning cycle and has been organised so that key knowledge and skills are developed from Nursery to Year 2. To complement the Geography Curriculum we have designed a document to show the progression of key vocabulary from year to year. 

Developing the Knowledge and Skills of a young Geographer:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Within each themed unit, key knowledge, derived from the National Curriculum end points, is identified by the use of coloured text. See below for colour coding and KS1 end point;
Locational Knowledge
