Art Curriculum Overview
Our Art Curriculum is taught within the themed learning cycle and has been organised so that key knowledge and skills are developed from Nursery to Year 2. To complement the Art Curriculum we have designed a document to show the progression of key vocabulary from year to year. 

Developing the knowledge and skills of a young Artist:
Within our Art Curriculum we have focussed on developing the 3 mediums of Drawing, Painting and Sculpting. We have specified these mediums as mastering these are the foundations to becoming an excellent Artist. Within each themed unit, key knowledge, derived from the National Curriculum end points, is identified by the use of coloured text. See below for colour coding and end points;
· To use a range of materials creatively to design and make products.
· To use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination.
· To develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space.
· To learn about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers, describing the differences and similarities between different practices and disciplines, and making links to their own work.
