 Properties. PE
During PE we will be completing our baseline unit to start to ensure the children’s baseline skills are assessed. We will then work through our way through out Lost and Found unit where we will develop our fundamental movement skills, these will include; hopping, skipping, running, jumping, under and overarm throwing, catching and bouncing a ball, rolling and kicking a ball. 
Computing
This half term year 1 will learn how to turn on a laptop and log into Purplemash with our individual log in. We will learn how to keep ourselves safe online. We will develop our key computing skills needed to operate the laptop such as double click and click and drag. We will also learn how to save and retrieve our work. We will explore some of the basic shape and text tools within purple mash and begin to develop skills for sorting and grouping. 
Reception will begin their computing journey by exploring sequencing. They will also look at technology around them and how/why it is used. 

Maths
Year 1
We will begin our maths learning by recapping our understanding of numerals to 20 and our understanding of these numbers. We will then move on to explore numbers to 30. We will then move onto addition and subtraction using a range of methods including part part whole models and jottings. Finally we will explore 2D shapes and their properties. We will continue to develop our reasoning skills through our maths learning powers.
Reception
Reception will first be completing a baseline assessment. We will be then be looking at numbers to 5 and deepening our understanding of these through subitising and composition. We will explore numberland and begin to create our own number land and number book.



English
In English this half term year 1will be recapping our previous phonics knowledge and how to write simple words and captions. We will be developing our phonics skills further and using these to further develop our skills when creating simple sentences. We will be exploring a range of different texts to develop our comprehension and vocabulary, these include; Billy’s Bucket and The Light House Keepers Lunch. We will also begin to look at poetry. We will be engaging in guided reading sessions where we develop our recognition of graphemes and common exception words. We will continue to develop our comprehension skills. Thinking about what has happened in the story and why and making predictions for what will happen next. Towards the end of the half term we will be looking at alphabetic order. We will also engage in a weekly handwriting session. Reception children will listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding. They will retell the story, once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text; some as exact repetition and some in their own words. They will understand the five key concepts about print: - print has meaning - the names of the different parts of a book - print can have different purposes - page sequencing - we read English text from left to right and from top to bottom. They will engage in extended conversations about stories.
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Theme: Bucket and Spade
Autumn 1
Nightingales, Year 1
Subjects covered:
Geography, DT, Computing, PE, PSED, Music, RE, English, Maths, Science.

DT
The children will discuss and evaluate a range of fruit and their suitability to be put onto a fruit kebab. They will then design a fruit kebab based on the criteria of using a pattern and fruit they like. We will look at how we will keep safe and rules around using knives. Children will then make their fruit kebab and finally evaluate it. Reception will  Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function. They will share their creations, explaining the process they have used.

Science
This term we will be looking at materials and their properties. We will explore a range of materials including wood, glass, plastic, stone and many more. We will experiment to determine the properties of these materials and use this information to perform several experiments. We will design and make our own umbrellas using what we have learnt about properties and design some new glasses for Ted. 
Reception children will explore a range of materials, including natural materials. They will explore natural and man made materials and use natural materials in a variety of ways. They will observe, measure and record how materials change when heated and cooled, e.g. water and ice. They will develop their use the correct vocabulary to name specific features of the natural world, both natural and man made.


Music
We will develop our music knowledge and understanding through Charanga. Hey You! Is our first unit it is written in an Old-School Hip Hop style for children to learn about the differences between pulse, rhythm and pitch and to learn how to rap and enjoy it in its original form. As well as learning to sing, play, improvise and compose with this song, children will listen and appraise other Old-School Hip Hop tunes.

Geography
We will explore seaside photographs and maps and discuss physical features. The Children will create their own map of a seaside. The children will identify seaside’s on a map. They will learn the countries of the UK and label them on a map. Reception children will draw information from a simple map. They will be learn how to describe their immediate environment using knowledge from observation, discussion, stories, non-fiction texts and maps.
. 
PSED
Our theme for this half term in relationships. We will look at the people who are special to us and how we show we care. We will explore what makes a family and the different family units that make up our community. We will discuss how to keep ourselves safe and what to do if we don’t feel safe. 
RE
Year 1
This half term within RE we will be exploring Christianity and their beliefs around God. We will be exploring what it means to be part of a family. We will then reflect on our role within our family and what this means to us. We will explore the Christian belief that God is the Father. We will learn how Christians might talk to God and why they might want to do this. 
Reception
Reception will explore special times. They will explore their and others celebrations. Talk about members of their immediate family and community. They will be able to name and describe people who are familiar to them and comment on images of familiar situations in the past. They will recognise that people have different beliefs and celebrate special times in different ways.
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
