 Properties. Computing 
Year 1 – This half term we will being exploring pictograms and how they are used and we will create our own pictograms on purple mash. We will also be looking at sorting and grouping objects.  
Reception will begin their computing journey by exploring sequencing and patterns, linking in with algorithms. They will also explore online safety through Smartie the Penguin. 

PE/Physical Development
During PE we will be completing our baseline unit to start to ensure the children’s baseline skills are assessed. We will then work through our way through out Lost and Found unit where we will develop our fundamental movement skills, these will include; hopping, skipping, running, jumping, under and overarm throwing, catching and bouncing a ball, rolling and kicking a ball. We will also engage in weekly handwriting sessions. 

Maths
Year 1
In year one we will be continuing our Red Rose Mastery programme. We will be exploring place value, sequencing and sorting, fractions, capacity and volume, money and time. This will include counting in 5s and 2s and exploring patterns. During our fractions work we will be looking at what a whole and part is of a number and shapes and introducing halves and quarters. We will explore coins to 20p, recognising them, ordering them and using them to represent amounts. 
Reception
Reception will also complete their Red Rose Mastery programme.  They will explore numbers to 10 through number land, subitising, playing shops and various group activities. They will develop their skill of the number or not the number e.g. 5 or not 5. 


English
In English this half term we will be implementing our new phonics learning. We will be continuing to use our marking symbols to ensure our work contains a capital letter, finger spaces, a full stop and makes sense. We will explore some texts from the author Michael Rohsen including texts and poetry. We will explore and rewrite these texts and then change aspects of them to write our own version. We will also look at instructions and what features are needed for these. We will follow and then write our own instructions. We will explore where rhyming might happen in a poem and how we need to look at the sounds in rhyming words to make them rhyme. We will use all our senses to explore winter and generate ideas for our own poems
 Reception children will continue to learn phase 2 phonics. They will develop their writing to complete phase 2 phone frames and develop their letter formation. They will engage in conversation about stories, characters, settings and make oral predictions. They will begin to read books with words in linked to their phonics stage. 
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Theme: Marvellous Me
Autumn 2
Nightingales, Year 1
Subjects covered:
Art, History, Computing, PE, PSED, Music, RE, English, Maths, Science.

Music
We will develop our music knowledge and understanding through Charanga. Hey You! Is our first unit it is written in an Old-School Hip Hop style for children to learn about the differences between pulse, rhythm and pitch and to learn how to rap and enjoy it in its original form. As well as learning to sing, play, improvise and compose with this song, children will listen and appraise other Old-School Hip Hop tunes.

RE
Reception
Reception will explore special times. They will explore their and others celebrations. Talk about members of their immediate family and community. They will be able to name and describe people who are familiar to them and comment on images of familiar situations in the past. They will recognise that people have different beliefs and celebrate special times in different ways.
Year 1
This half term within RE we will be exploring Christianity and Jesus. This unit gives children the opportunity to explore the Christmas nativity story and to gain an understanding of why Jesus is believed to be a special baby. They should begin to think about why Christmas is a special religious time for Christians (as opposed to simply a cultural tradition of exchanging gifts). 

History
During our history learning we will be looking at our own and our family history. We will be exploring the new language of past and present and think about the events that have taken place or will take place. We will make observation and ask questions to find out more information. We will also sort images from the past and present. 
Art
During our Art theme we will be looking at the artist Andy Warhol and his pop art style of work. We will explore the features of pop art and develop our drawing skills. We will then explore both primary and secondary colours. At the end of the unit we will create our own piece of pop art combining all the skills we have been developing throughout the unit.  
PSED
Our theme for this half term in living in the wider world. We will discuss online safety and how the internet should be used. We will then discuss our role in the community looking at the various jobs that people do. We will explore individual strengths and how this makes people suitable for certain jobs. 
Science
Year 1
 This half term we will be exploring materials. Children will learn to distinguish between an object and the material from which it is made. Identify and name a variety of everyday materials: including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water and rock. Describe the simple physical properties of a variety of every day materials. The will compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of their simple physical properties. . They will choose materials suitable for a variety of projects such as an umbrella and Ted’s glasses. They will also begin to look at seasonal changes by exploring autumn and winter. 
Reception
Reception children will explore a range of materials, including natural materials. They will explore natural and man made materials and use natural materials in a variety of ways. They will observe, measure and record how materials change when heated and cooled, e.g. water and ice. They will develop their use the correct vocabulary to name specific features of the natural world, both natural and man made.
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
