 Properties. Maths
Year 1 will continue to develop their understanding of number by comparing numbers on a number line. They will then move onto calculation 10 more and 10 fewer using a number line and equipment. This will be followed by addition and subtraction where we will solve problems and introduce bridging 10. This will be followed by exploring, comparing and measuring capacity. Our work on fractions will look at finding halves and quarters of shapes and amounts. We will finish the half term exploring direction and time problems and continue to develop our knowledge of 2D and 3D shapes. 
Reception will  first develop their counting, comparing and ordering skills. This will be followed by exploring number to 20. W will then develop our skills and language around length, mass and capacity by comparing these and developing our language. We will then move onto money recognising coins and comparing amounts. We will also look at some simple money problems. We will finish the half term by exploring shapes and pattern. 


English
In English this half term we will first explore a range of fantasy stories including Supertato. We will explore this story and develop our vocabulary through discussions. We will create sentences to describe the various characters and compare these. We will then move onto creating our own modified version of the story using a box up to help us. Next we will move onto fact files. We will explore existing fact files and what they are used fair. We will explore their key features. We will finish this half term by looking at the journey of chocolate and creating our own fact file with the information we have learnt. Reception will explore lists and labels utilising their phonics knowledge. They will begin learning phase 3 phonics and look at some new tricky words. We will explore writing short captions.  
Computing
This half term we will continue to explore PurpleMash. 
We will learn how to use the direction keys in 2Go to move forwards, backwards, left and right. We will explore also learn how to add a unit of measurement to the direction in 2Go Challenge 2. We will explore how to undo our last move and how to move our character back to the starting point. We will create a simple algorithm and learn know how to debug their algorithm. We will develop our understanding of online safety by identifying why it is important to be kind to others when playing and communicating online.

PE
This half term we will develop our fundamental movements and gymnastics skills through the theme of Jack and the beanstalk.  Children will investigate movement and explore basic gymnastics actions on the floor and using apparatus. They will cop and create short movement phrases of linked actions, e.g two jumps or two rolls. 
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Our theme for this half term in living in the wider world. Within this we will develop our understanding of online safety and what to do in various scenarios. We will then look at our community and explore the various roles people complete. Will explore the strengths people need to be able to carry out these jobs .
RE
This half term within RE we will explore Islam. We will discuss creation and the beliefs around this and learn about how we can care for our special world looking at how Islam teaches that humans should be caretakers (stewards/ Khalifahs) of the planet. We will explore religious stories and discuss the message being given by these. Reception will explore special stories and the messages they portray for a variety of religions. They will learn about two special books and why these are special.


Art
During our Art theme this half term we will be looking at the artist Lubaina Himid and her style of painting.  Looking at colours in her contemporary art we will focus on mixing primary colours, using black and white to change the shade and holding a paintbrush correctly to create brushstrokes of different lengths.  We will learn the importance of brush care and how to change colour. At the end of the unit we will create our own piece of art in that style, combining all the skills we have been developing throughout the unit.  Reception will also explore Lubaina Himid. They will learn how to hold a paintbrush correctly and explore how the marks made by paint brushes can be changed. They will look at colour and shape and be able to choose the appropriate colours and shapes to represent objects accurately.  
Geography
This half term the children will learn about the UK. We will revisit naming the 4 countries and learn their capital cities. We will also look at key human and physical features of the school and our surrounding area and engage on a local walk. We will use aerial photos and symbols to create our own local map. We will explore directional language and use this to talk about our journey. Reception will be able to name our school and talk about some of the features of our local environment. They will be aware off where they live and that there are many other countries around the world. They will understand what a map is and begin to be able to use a simple map.
Music
We will develop our music knowledge and understanding through Charanga. We will be listening to appraising various songs including “In the groove” and “Lord of the Dance”.  We will be learning to sing some of the songs and play our glockenspiels. We explore six different styles of music blues, baroque, Latin, Irish, folk and funk. We will engage in vocal and rhythm activities and develop our confidence in performing. 

Science
This term we will be looking at animals, including humans.  We will learn about the ways they vary with different structures e.g. wings, tails, ears etc and the different skin coverings e.g. scales, feathers, hair. We will begin to categories animals by their features. We will also link these differences to humans, and the differences person to person.  We will develop our understanding of both internal and external features and begin to look at how these work. We will then look at the five senses (sight, touch, taste, hearing and smelling) that are linked to particular parts of the body. Reception will be aware that there are different types of animals and they have different features. They will begin to know that animals change of time and can look different. They will be able to talk about the differences between humans and talk about what they can see, hear, smell, taste and feel. We will all explore winter and spring and what we might see and feel during these seasons.
