 Properties. Maths
[bookmark: _GoBack]We will be following the red rose programme to recap our knowledge of place value and our understanding of the value of digits within numbers. We will then use this knowledge to help us with our addition, subtraction and multiplication. We will then look at the properties of shape, before learning about length and mass, using standard measurements. Throughout the term, we will continue to develop our mastering number skills also.



Computing
This half term we will learn how to use technology safely and respectfully, keeping our personal information private. We will discuss who to ask for help if we have any online concerns. We will then learn how to create a simple algorithm, in order to create a simple computer programme.
English
In English this half term we will be recapping our sentence writing skills, ensuring we use our capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. We will be reading stories with a familiar setting, thinking about making predictions of what we think will happen. We will be looking at extending our vocabulary and using suffixes in order to write a persuasive poster. We will also be looking at sound and word patterns in poetry. During our guided reading sessions, we will be learning strategies to help us develop our fluency in reading, and we will also be developing our comprehension and inference skills.
We will continue with our handwriting practice throughout the term.
PE
During PE we will be completing our baseline unit to start to ensure the children’s baseline skills are assessed. We will then learn basic dance movements and develop travelling skills whilst we learn a dance in line with our explorer theme.

Our theme for this half term is relationships. We will look at making friends and how we can get help if we feel lonely. We will think about what makes a safe relationship, and we should manage secrets. We will also think about respecting both ourselves and other people.  
RE
This half term within RE we will be exploring Christianity and their beliefs around Creation. We will be retelling the story of Creation from the Book of Genesis. This will lead us onto thinking about why Christians think it is important to look after our natural world, why our planet should matter to all humans and how this should influence our behaviour.

Theme: Great Explorers
Autumn 1
Year 2
Subjects covered:
Geography, Art, Computing, PE, PSED, Music, RE, English, Maths, Science.

Geography
During our Geography lessons we will be looking at how to identify and compare human and physical features using aerial photographs and maps. We will devise our own maps and create a key for them. We will then learn about compass directions and use these to describe the location of features and directions on a map
Music
We will develop our music knowledge and understanding through Charanga. Hands, Feet Heart is our first unit written in a South African style.  The children will learn about the differences between pulse, rhythm and pitch. Children will also learn how to begin to make their own music using xylophones. As well as learning to sing, play, improvise and compose with this song, children will listen and appraise other tunes.

Science
This term we will be looking at materials and their properties. We will look at objects, name them and say what material it is made from. We will learn how to identify the properties of a material and make a link between these properties and a particular use.
We will  label a pictures or diagrams of an object made from different materials, and explain why these materials have been used. We will also identify what properties a suitable material would need to have in order for it to be used to make a particular object.
Throughout the year, we will be learning about plants, and how to look after them. We will find out about what is inside a seed and using our observational skills to draw what we can see.

Art
During our Art lessons, we will learn how to use a range of materials creatively, including natural materials such as leaves and pine cones. We will develop our range of art and design techniques, learning how to blend colours and create lighter and darker tones, using this knowledge to create our own pictures of an Autumn scene. We will study the artist Andy Goldsworthy, and create our own Autumnal picture using materials we find in nature
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
