 Properties. Maths
[bookmark: _GoBack]We will recap our knowledge of 2D and 3D shapes to name and make a variety of shapes. We will then move onto learning about multiplication using doubling and a range of strategies such as repeated addition, equal groups and sequencing. We will learn more about statistics using tally charts and interpreting tables, block graphs and pictograms. When learning about fractions we will focus on halves and quarters. To finish we will look at capacity, money and time.



Computing
This term, we will be learning how to refine searches using the search tool, and beginning to understand about sharing more globally on the internet. We will find out how we should talk to others in an online situation. We will understand that information put online leaves a digital footprint or trail, but will know the steps that can be taken to keep personal data and hardware secure. We will begin to understand how we can share information using email.

English
In English this half term we will be recapping our sentence writing skills, ensuring we use our capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. We will be learning how to write a set of instructions using ‘bossy’ words. We will be reading an adventure story (Wind in the Willows), thinking about making predictions of what we think will happen. We will be looking at extending our vocabulary and using suffixes and conjunctions to add interest to our story writing. We will also be looking at sound and word patterns in poetry. During our guided reading sessions, we will be learning strategies to help us develop our fluency in reading, and we will also be developing our comprehension and inference skills.
We will continue with our handwriting practice throughout the term.
PE
During PE we will be beginning our gymnastics unit, learning new jumps, rolls, and methods of travel. By the end of the unit, we will have created our own sequence using the skills we have learnt.

We will develop our music knowledge and understanding through Charanga. We will learn rap when we learn the song ‘Ho Ho Ho’.  We will also learn about the differences between pulse, rhythm and pitch. We will also learn how to begin to make their own music using glockenspiels. As well as learning to sing, play, improvise and compose with this song, we will listen and appraise other tunes, including songs by Elvis Presley, Stevie Wonder and Frank Sinatra.


Theme: The Victorians
Autumn 2
Year 2
Subjects covered:
History, DT, Computing, PE, PSED, Music, RE, English, Maths, Science

History
During our History lessons we will be looking at how life is different now compared to during the Victorian era. We will be thinking about the significance of Queen Victoria and Edith Rigby, and the impact they have had on our lives today. We will find out about how toys have changed and what it was like to be a child during Victorian times. We will finish our topic with a Victorian Day in school.
Science
This term we will be looking at materials and their properties. We will look at objects, name them and say what material it is made from. We will learn how to identify the properties of a material and make a link between these properties and a particular use.
We will label a pictures or diagrams of an object made from different materials, and explain why these materials have been used. We will also identify what properties a suitable material would need to have in order for it to be used to make a particular object.
Throughout the year, we will be learning about plants, and how to look after them. We will find out about what is inside a seed and using our observational skills to draw what we can see.

PSED
Our theme for this half term is relationships. We will look at making friends and how we can get help if we feel lonely. We will think about what makes a safe relationship, and we should manage secrets. We will also think about respecting both ourselves and other people.  
RE
During this unit we will explore the use of light and explore how it might be used in religious communities to indicate the presence of God and as a description for Jesus as God incarnate. We will make links between the imagery and symbolism of light in the Christian context and significant events in their own lives.
This unit should build on the Y1 unit ‘Why is Jesus special to Christians?’ – Pupils should be encouraged to recall information about why the birth of Jesus is important to Christians and why Jesus is seen as a gift to the world.
behaviour.
DT
In our DT lessons, we will be learning about the difference between Victorian and modern menus, how foods are sorted into 5 groups and the process of getting the ingredients for a Victorian sponge cake. We will learn about how food is farmed, and whether it is grown or caught. We will be planning how to make a Victorian sponge, and independently choosing the implements and techniques we will need. We will evaluate existing products using our 5 senses, and compare them to our own.
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
