 Properties. English
This half term we will be focussing on explanation texts. We will link our learning to world book day and explore an exciting book, creating opportunities for lots of writing opportunities. We will also learn about non-chronological reports, basing them on castles and their features. We will research lots of interesting facts about castles to write a report. We will also be learning about poetry and build up to writing our own poems.  
PE
This half term we have a games unit of learning to develop catching a ball, holding a bat, striking a ball and building accuracy. We are also focussing on kicking to explore different ways of kicking with accuracy and control. We will then intercept a ball to defend.
Computing
In Computing we will be using purple mash to learn about searching online. We will be using search engines safely on the internet to research information. We will then use purple mash to create music. We will explore sounds to create a tune and express our feelings. We will use different tools to change volume and speed.
Maths
[bookmark: _GoBack]We will begin the half term learning about length where we will use cm and m for measuring. We will order lengths and solve a range of measure problems. We will revisit addition and subtraction, using exchange between tens and ones and move onto solving problems. We will also be describing 2D and 3D shapes and look at symmetry. After that, we will learn more about fractions where we will find quarters of objects, lengths and amounts.
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We will be discussing why we have and use the internet and how to stay safe online. We will learn that some things online are not factual. We will then start to learn about money, considering how people gain money, how to look after and spend money. We will compare things that we need and things we want and discuss choices we must make.
History
In our history lessons, we are going to research different castles and use our timeline to show where they appeared in history by seeing whether they came before or after the key historical figures we have already studied. We will then compare living in a castle to living in our homes today, thinking about what is the same and what has changed over time. 

RE
During RE, we will be learning about Islam. We will talk about why Muslims believe it is important to respect God and to show their gratitude to Him. We will find out about the rituals of Islamic prayer, and how important it is for Muslims that they make time for the five daily prayers. We will discuss how shared rituals can unite communities, and will think about what we might do on a regular basis as a sign of our commitment and belonging.
DT
In our DT lessons this half term, we will find out how to build a strong, stable tower, using the most appropriate materials. We are going to design our own flag for our tower, and decide how it would be best to make it. We will then be learning how to join different materials using the skill of sewing. We will learn how to thread wool through a needle, make a running stitch using binka fabric, weave wool through the holes and tie a knot at the end of the thread. We will decorate our flag, before evaluating it, by comparing it to existing flags.
Music
Our song we will be learning this half term is ‘Zootime’, a reggae song. Throughout the unit, we will be developing our appraisal skills, listening to a range of reggae songs and thinking about the voices, instruments, tempo, pitch in each one. We will perform warm up exercises to help develop our vocal skills, and will be learning to play our glockenspiels, which will then be able to use to accompany our performance of ‘Zootime’
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Science
Our Science topic for this term is ‘Animals including Humans’. We will be learning out about the young of animals, including humans, and finding out which animals give birth to babies that grow into adults, which animals lay eggs that hatch and which animals may have young that don’t look like the adults, e.g. tadpoles. We will also be learning about the basic needs of feeding, drinking and breathing which are necessary in order for all animals to survive. We will then think about what animals need to grow into healthy adults, such as exercise, good hygiene and the correct amount of food. Finally, we will discuss how illnesses and diseases can be prevented. 

 Throughout the year, we will be learning about plants, and how to look after them. We will find out about what is inside a seed and using our observational skills to draw what we can see.
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
