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This half term in PE, we will be developing our team skills as we create a dance for each of the main characters from The Wind in the Willows. We will also be improving our underarm throwing skills, and learning how to play a team game using simple tactics.
Maths
We will recap our knowledge of place value, and use this to help with our addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. We will then move on to measurement, learning how to read scales and weighing different items using grams and kilograms.  We will investigate shapes and find out about their different properties. Throughout the term, we will continue to develop our understanding of number using our mastery skills.
 

Computing
Our online safety lessons will be showing us how to use technology safely and respectfully, and where we should go for help if we are worried about anything. 

We will then be learning how to use and create pictograms, before we move on to producing binary trees which allow us to answer ‘yes’ ‘no’ questions in order to sort pictures into groups.

English
This half term we will be reading Traditional Tales with a Twist, finding out about the characters and the settings. We will then use this to help us write our own versions of the tales. We will then be looking at writing letters, thinking about features of letters. To help us improve our writing, we will spend time focusing on conjunctions and adjectives.
We will continue with our handwriting practice throughout the term.
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During RE we will be learning about Hinduism. We will be finding out about Brahman, and that he is be worshipped in many forms, which are all shown in different ways. We will be looking at the different items used in Hindu worship, and discussing the meaning of each one. We will also be thinking about people who are special to us, why they are special, and why we should be grateful to them.
PSED
In PSED this term we will be thinking about what it means to be a member of our community, and our role within it. We will also be talking about how the internet is used in everyday life, its content and online information. We will then think about what money is, why we need it and how we look after it.
Art
In our Art lessons, we will be learning about the artist Georgia O’Keefe, comparing her to different artists, and understanding that artists have different styles. We will learn how to draw lines of different shapes and thickness using 2 different grades of pencil. We will also investigate tone and find out how we create light and dark shapes with our different pencils. We will also learn to use pastels to draw and blend. 

Geography
This half term we will be revisiting the 7 continents and 5 oceans of the world, ensuring we can place them on a world map. We will then be travelling around the UK with Paddington, learning about the 4 countries and capital cities that we visit. We will also talk about the seas surrounding the UK. We will be developing our comparison skills by looking at the geographical differences and similarities in the UK, for example comparing the Highlands of Scotland with a busy city. We will learn about the main human and physical geographical features of the 4 countries of the UK and their capital cities.
Music
This half term in Music we will be following the Charanga unit of work and we will be learning how to sing and play as a group. Our featured song is ‘I Wanna play in a Band’. We will be learning about rhythm, pulse and pitch. Throughout the unit, we will be using glockenspiels to accompany our song. We will learn how to improvise when playing and singing. We will also learn how to listen to and appraise classic rock songs.


Theme: Paddington
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Geography, Art, Computing, PE, PSED, Music, RE, English, Maths, Science.

Science
Our Science topic for this term is ‘Animals including Humans’. We will be learning out about the young of animals, including humans, and finding out which animals give birth to babies that grow into adults, which animals lay eggs that hatch and which animals may have young that don’t look like the adults, eg tadpoles. We will also be learning about the basic needs of feeding, drinking and breathing which are necessary in order for all animals to survive. We will then think about what animals need to grow into healthy adults, such as exercise, good hygiene and the correct amount of food. Finally, we will discuss how illnesses and diseases can be prevented. 

 Throughout the year, we will be learning about plants, and how to look after them. We will find out about what is inside a seed and using our observational skills to draw what we can see.
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
