At Ribbleton Avenue Infant School we ask all children and adults to sign an Acceptable Use Policy. It outlines how we expect children and adults to behave when they are online, using school networks, electronic devices, learning platforms, remote communication and distance learning (Eg. Zoom or SeeSaw) 
You can also refer to our On-line Safety Policy on the school website for further detail.

PARENTS
When your child is doing remote learning from home:
· Adults must not record, screenshot or video any Zoom or SeeSaw sessions

· Meeting ID and passcode information should remain confidential. Where possible it should be the adult who enters the ID and passcode details.

· Log in details for SeeSaw should remain confidential and only used for the child to which codes have been assigned

· ZOOM sessions should be supervised by an appropriate adult

· When logging on to sessions, you should use your child’s name rather than a nick-name or other family member name so that the teacher can identify pupils with ease

· Remote learning/Zoom sessions should only be accessed in a private family location and not in a public space

· Other members of the household should not be visible or audible during live sessions. 
· Adults and children should be appropriately dressed during live sessions
· Adults should not interact with live sessions but can contact teachers after if they have any questions or concerns

· Adults should help the children to understand the expectations outlined in this document

· Adults must monitor what their children are posting on the SeeSaw learning platform to ensure the content is suitable

· If you are eligible to receive and are provided with an electronic device, loaned to you by school, you must sign to acknowledge receipt of the device and return it to school when requested. You may be liable for costs if any damage is incurred.

PUPILS
When you are doing your learning from home:
· Make sure you have a grown up with you when you are doing your work

· Make sure you are dressed in the right way especially if you are doing live ZOOM sessions

· Always show a grown up your work so they can check it before you post it on SeeSaw

· Always use your own name to log on so that your teacher knows that it is you 

· Be on your best behaviour and always use polite language

· Don’t record any Zoom sessions 

· If school has let you borrow a device look after it carefully and return it to school when we ask for it
