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In PE we will be following the Lancashire scheme with a games unit to develop our striking and fielding skills. We will also be completing an athletics unit to throw accurately and consider throwing for distance. We will use different throws and develop our speed and agility in an obstacle course.
Computing
We will begin our learning revisiting online safety and consider ways to stay safe when using the internet. We will then use purple mash to create pictures. We will be using the 2paint tool to create images in the style of some well-known artists and experiment with different styles of art. We will complete our unit with a collage piece.


Maths
This half term we will revisit our learning on number and place value, addition and subtraction to develop our methods and reasoning skills. We will consolidate our learning on multiplication and division too whilst solving problems. We will also continue with our learning on measure to find amounts for capacity and also solve capacity problems.


English
This half term we are focussing on stories by a significant author and this year our author is Anthony Browne. We will enjoy reading different texts by this author, building on our comprehension skills and also making predictions. We will be developing our vocabulary and using adjectives to write a description. Finally we will build up to write our own version of an Anthony Browne story.
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Throughout the unit, we will be developing our appraisal skills, listening to a range of songs and thinking about voices, instruments, tempo and pitch in each one. We will perform warm up exercises to help develop our vocal skills, and will be learning to play our glockenspiels, which will then be able to use to accompany our song.

Geography
In our ‘Rainforest’ theme we will be revisiting our learning to name the four countries of the UK and their capital cities. We will then look at world maps, globes and atlases to name and locate the 7 continents and 5 oceans. We will focus on the Amazon Rainforest learning about its location and climate, then look at aerial photos to make comparisons between human and physical features in the Amazon Rainforest and our local community in Preston. Throughout the half term we will discuss weather patterns.

Art
We will be exploring work by the artist Augusta Savage, sharing opinions on her sculpture. We will be using clay to create our own sculptures and will be experimenting with different techniques such as rolling, squeezing, pinching and carving. We will evaluate our own sculptures to finish our learning.

RE
This half term our unit of learning is about Christianity and the Church. We will consider what unites the Christian community such as beliefs and values. We will also identify features of a Church and learn more about Christian symbols. We will finish by considering our own communities that we belong to and how these are united.

PSED
This term we are focussing on Health and Wellbeing where we will have discussions around the importance of sleep, keeping healthy, medicines and managing feelings. We will also consider how we change as we grow older and prepare for moving to Year 3.
Science
This term in Science we ae learning about living things and their habitats. We will categorise things that are living or non-living before learning more about how we can decide if something is alive, dead or has never been alive. We will then sort animals into their habitats considering how these have adapted for survival. We will explore and observe some micro-habitats and record numbers of minibeasts we have seen. We will develop our scientific enquiry skills to record findings and consider different living things within the same habitat. We will finish our learning by sorting animals into omnivores, carnivores or herbivores and create some food chains.
