 Properties. PE
This half term we will develop our dance skills by engaging in the fire fire unit. Children will explore basic body actions e.g. jumping and turning, and use different parts of their body to create and repeat short dances.

Maths
Year 1
We will continue to develop our understanding measures by exploring length and mass. We will then continue to develop our skills of addition and subtraction using  a range of concrete and abstract methods. This will be followed by exploring fractions including halves and quarters. We will them move onto looking at position and direction and ed the half term looking at time exploring o’clock and half past times. 
Reception
We will begin by building on our knowledge of 2D shapes followed by addition and subtraction. We will then explore multiplication and division using a practical approach. We will then move onto the exploration of space and finally time. 


English
We will begin our half term with the book Shark in the Park. We will rewrite this story after rehearsing it and learning the words off by heart. Next we will look at. We will then have a grammar focus for two weeks looking at a range of prefixes and suffixes. We will learn the rules for these and practise applying these in sentences using the Percy the Park Kepper stories for our focus texts. We will then have our trip to Avenham park. After our trip we will then write our own recount of the trip exploring the features of a recount. Finally we will finish the half term looking at poems inspired by nature and spring. We will then write our own poems. 
Computing
Year 1
This half term we will continue to explore PurpleMash. We will continue our work on animated stories. We will create our own animated stories using a range of features including text, paint, sound, and movement/animation. 
Reception
Reception will learn how to use the pain programme on the ipad and look at technology past and present.

Subjects covered:
Art and Design, History. Computing, PE, PSED, Music. RE, English, Maths, Science.
 
RE
This half term year 1 will explore Judaism. During our learning we will explore the work promise and it’s meaning to us ad others. We will explore the story of Noah and look at his promise to God. We will also look at the festival of Sukkot how this is celebrated by Jewish families today. We will also explore and make a model of a Sukkah. Reception will explore special stories and the messages they portray for a variety of religions. They will learn about two special books and why these are special. 


Music
This half term your music unit is called Round and Round. Our work through Charangha will look at finding the pulse within a range of music, looking at a variety of instruments and being able to hear these being played within a variety of music, continue to development our performance skills when playing a glockenspiel, copy back rhythms and sing a variety of song. We will listen and appraise a variety of music including: March Of The Empire by John Williams and It Had Better Be Tonight ( Latin/Big Band Jazz) by Michael Bublé.
Science
Year 1 This term we will be looking at animals, including humans.  We will learn about the ways they vary with different structures e.g. wings, tails, ears etc and the different skin coverings e.g. scales, feathers, hair. We will begin to categories animals by their features. We will also link these differences to humans, and the differences person to person.  We will develop our understanding of both internal and external features and begin to look at how these work. We will then look at the five senses (sight, touch, taste, hearing and smelling) that are linked to particular parts of the body. 
Reception will be aware that there are different types of animals and they have different features. They will begin to know that animals change of time and can look different. They will be able to talk about the differences between humans and talk about what they can see, hear, smell, taste and feel. We will all explore winter and spring and what we might see and feel during these seasons. 

History
During our exploration of parks we will look at our local park Avenham Park and its significance to Preston today. We will explore the history of the park and how it has changed over time. We will explore a local tradition of egg rolling at Avenham Park and take part in an egg roll. We will use a variety of resources including stories, people and photographs to find out about the history of the park and how it has changed over the years. We also aim to visit the park and explore it first hand. 

Design and Technology
This half term we will design and make a go kart. We will begin our unit buy exploring what a go kart is, it’s function, the various parts it contains and evaluation a range of current go karts. We will then move through the design phase exploring how a variety of components could be made. After we have completed our design thinking about the best techniques and resources to use we will then construct our go kart and test it. Finally we will evaluate our work. What went well? What could we improve on next time? 
PSED
Our theme for this half term in living in the wider world. Within this we will develop our understanding of online safety and what to do in various scenarios. We will then look at our community and explore the various roles people complete. Will explore the strengths people need to be able to carry out these jobs. We will also look at the place of rules with society, why they are needed and what we can do to help us to follow them. We will look at a variety of scenarios and think about how and why the rules might need to differ. 
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
