 Properties. Computing
This half term we will continue to explore PurpleMash and coding. The children will learn how to create their own codes using code blocks. Children will learn how to use event, object and action code blocks. We will explore look at information sharing in our online safety lesson. Reception will explore directional language through the use of Beebots and learn how to log on to purple mash using their individual log ins. 

English
English
We will begin our learning this half term by looking at stories by the same author, David Walliams. The first text we will explore is The First Hippo on the Moon. We will look at the characters and language used in tis book and try to use some of this language in our writing. We will then look at the books There is a Snake in my School and the Slightly Annoying Elephant. We will compare these stories and discuss what is similar about them. We will share our views of the stories and use the word because in our writing. We will then move onto instruction writing. We will look at instruction for how to make moon biscuits and follow these instructions. We will explore the need to follow instructions in the correct order. We will then write our own instructions. We will then move onto creating our own poster about astronauts. Year 1  will continue to develop their use of phase 5. 

Science
This term we will be learning about plants. We will explore plants within the school grounds and locally, there will be an array of plants which all have specific names. These can be identified by looking at the key characteristics of the plant. We will learn that plants have common parts, but they vary between the different types of plants, we will be able to label these parts. We will observe a range of plants and Make close observations of leaves, seeds, flowers and compare these. We will continue our classifying skills by sorting leaves, seeds and flowers into groups depending on their characteristics. We will plant our own seeds and make observations of how they change over a period of time. Compare two leaves, seeds, flowers etc. Reception will learn the names of some popular plants. They will learn that plants need warmth, light and water to survive. They will be able to observe plants and name some of their key features. They will then be able to use these to do their own observational drawing.  They will explore and observe the plants in my immediate environment and compare these. They will learn how they can care for living things and be able to discuss changes over time. 
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This half term we will be exploring the strand textiles. We will be making our own space themed cushion. In order for us to achieve this we will first Know how to join materials using threading and glue. We will explore a variety of techniques and decide on the best to use for our selected outcome. We will create a class design criteria and use this when creating our own design. We will evaluate a range of existing cushions for their form and function with support. Finally we will make our cushion and then evaluate it thinking out its strengths and how we could improve it further.



History
During out theme of Man on the Moon we will explore Neil Armstrong and his great achievements. We will look at his significant history and use a timeline to display his achievements. We will explore the events leading up to the first man going to the moon and event itself. We will explore the significance of Neil Armstrong in our lives today and how he has shaped them.  We will also be having our Wonderdome visit. 

PE
This half term in PE we will be looking at gymnastics. This will include developing our movement and balance skills when completing a range of movements, holds and rolls. We will also look at combining these moves to create a sequence. We will also look at our throwing skills developing our overarm skills through a range of stations and activities. We will have a success criteria to follow and try to ensure we complete our activities to as close to this as we can. 
Music
We will continue to use Charanga to support our learning. We will listen and appraise a variety of different styles of music from a range of artists including: Your Imagination by Joanna Mangona and Pete Readman and Supercalifragilisticexpialidocious from Mary Poppins. We will continue to develop our knowledge of a range of music related vocabulary and add this to our class music dictionary. We will engage in rhythm and pitch warm up activities and learn a new song. We will continue to explore the playing of glockenspiel and become more confident with the placement of the notes.  
Maths
Year 1 will continue to develop their understanding of number by comparing numbers on a number line. They will then move onto calculation 10 more and 10 fewer using a number line and equipment. This will be followed by addition and subtraction where we will solve problems and introduce bridging 10. This will be followed by exploring, comparing and measuring capacity. Our work on fractions will look at finding halves and quarters of shapes and amounts. We will finish the half term exploring direction and time problems and continue to develop our knowledge of 2D and 3D shapes. 
Reception will  first develop their counting, comparing and ordering skills. This will be followed by exploring number to 20. W will then develop our skills and language around length, mass and capacity by comparing these and developing our language. We will then move onto money recognising coins and comparing amounts. We will also look at some simple money problems. We will finish the half term by exploring shapes and pattern. 
Theme: Man on the Moon
Summer 1
Nightingales
Reception and Year 1
Subjects covered:
DT, History, Computing, PE, PSED, Music, RE, English, Maths, Science.

PSED
This term we will explore health and well-being. We will explore the world healthy and what it means. We will look at ways to stay physically and mentally healthy. We will explore ours and others feelings and how we can impact on making someone feel better. 
RE
This half term we explore Christianity and the church. We will explore what it means to be part of a family and relate this to Christians belonging to a church family.  Children will learn about baptism and the symbolism of this. They will learn the process that occur during a baptism and why there are special. They will also learn the features of baptism – eg. the font, candles, godparents. The children will visit St. Joseph’s church and identify the font, cross, candles and other features of the Church. We will talk to the priest/minister about what they do at a baptism and why it is an important ceremony of belonging.  We will also Discuss how we would show a new child in our school that they were welcome and how we could help them to feel that they belong. How do we know that we belong to our school and community? Reception children will explore our world and why it is special. We will learn that many religious people believe that the world was created and designed by God. We will look at the Jewish/Christian story of creation and stories from Islam focussing on care for Allah's creation. 
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
