	lesson sequence
1. Create a ‘celebration box’ to engage children. The box can contain birthday cards, Christmas cards, invitations, posters, medals, certificates, badges. Teacher to lead discussion about what all of these things are for. Can you name all the items?  What are they for? Why would we get them?  Have you ever received any of these? What for? 
2. Children to receive an invitation through the post to our class celebration for making a brilliant start to school. What does it mean when we receive an invitation? How would you feel if you received one? Discuss the idea of a celebration and children’s own experiences of a celebration.  Children could bring in pictures (parents email) of when they’ve been a part of a celebration. What would you take? Make invitation. 
3. Parents to email photos of children’s celebrations. Look at the pictures. What are the celebrations? Children talk about how they celebrated. Add photos of Diwali, hanika ect and discuss. 
4. Introduce Eid: What is Eid? Does anyone in our class celebrate it?   Talk about special clothes and how Muslims wear their finest clothes for the celebration of Eid. People gather in Mosques, or open-air locations for special prayers and to share a meal in daylight together. They wish each other ‘Eid Mubarak’ and exchange cards and gifts. Children plan their own Eid celebration as a class: What would your celebration look like? What food would you share? Would there be music? Fireworks? Special clothes? Decorations? Why have you chosen these things?
5. Eid celebration day. Share dates and/or fig rolls with the children and explain that this is a popular sweet during Eid. Children dress up in Eid clothes and make Eid cards.
6. Introduce Harvest with harvest PowerPoint. Go on a nature walk. Collect leaves, sticks etc. to create a collage. Christians believe that God created all of these things and that they should say thank you during Harvest time. Learn Harvest song https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=NTdIrlTlXks  
7. Diwali celebration by reading Dipal’s Diwali. Who celebrates? Why? What happens? Turn the lights off and make the room as dark as possible. Light a single candle or battery candle. How did you feel when it was dark? What about with the light? How much light did the candle give? Did being closer to the light help you to see better? Show the children a Diya lamp and explain that it will be very important in the story, so listen out for it. Discuss the use of a Diya lamp. Using clay make your own and put a tea light in the middle. Show the children Rangoli patterns and how these are used during Diwali to decorate homes.
8. Share a child friendly version of the Story of Rama and Sita (PowerPoint). What has happened? Why? How do you think the characters felt? Retell the story using stick puppets and masks.
9. Read the Christmas story (PowerPoint). Use actions to support key vocab, people and events. Using a set of Nativity figures or photographs – Mary, Joseph, Shepherds, Angels, kings, donkey, camel, sheep, Baby Jesus, gifts. Distribute the objects/photographs within the group.
10. Introduce an advent calendar. Christians may have an advent calendar, discuss what a traditional advent calendar looks like https://www.whychristmas.com/adventcalendar/. Discuss how it is picture based – not chocolate based- to retell the story. How did you feel whilst waiting for your turn? Link this to how a Christian might feel waiting for Christmas day.
11. Share Christmas celebration images. What can we see in the photos? Why? How do you celebrate? Children to discuss their Christmas celebrations.
12. Christmas celebration – Christmas party. Christmas party in the hall with a Christmas tree, Santa, games, party food, singing Christmas songs, dancing. Why are we having a Christmas party? Why is it a special time for Christians?

· Identify that the Bible and Qur'an are special
	lesson sequence
1. Introduce an object from home and explains why it is special. Ask children to also bring a special object (or think of) from home and explain why it has been chosen. Discuss…What makes something special? Create a word bank of things that are special to us.
2. Show the children a range of special books (Bible, Qur’an). Explain that for some people books are more than just special – they are sacred/holy. Some religious people think that Holy means more than special because some books link to the word of God. Explain that over the next few weeks children will be learning about two holy books that are special to Christians and Muslims. Are these books special to anyone in our class? Why do they think they are special?
3. Show the children a range of different Bibles. Tell the children that for Christians this book is very special because it contains many different stories related to God. Christians use these stories to help them do the right thing and to guide them.  Jesus' story about the wise and foolish house builders (Matthew 7 24-27) (See ‘The House on the Rock' by Nick Butterworth and Mick Inkpen).  (157) The House on the Rock - YouTube
4. Discuss what happens in the story. What message is the story telling us? Do you think that Jesus' story has a good meaning? What makes our lives strong? What makes our lives weak?
5. Recap the story of the House on the Rocks. What happened in the story? What could we learn from the story? How does it help Christians to live their life? Sequence the events of the story as a class.
6. Explain to the children that today we are going to learn about another story from the Bible. Read the story of The Story of David and Goliath Old Testament) 157) David and Goliath - The Bible Story for Kids - Children Christian Bible Cartoon Movie - Holy Tales – YouTube. What do the words 'Shepherd', 'Brave', 'Trust’. Was David brave in the story? How did God help David in the story? How did David trust God?
7. Recap what happened in the story of David and Goliath using role-play masks. Discuss what brave means. What is Brave? https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=jESRwLa8pLI. Can children think of a time when they have been brave? Share ideas. 
8. Discuss the meaning of the word 'message' – how do people send/ receive messages?  (Link to recent technology work – 2 simple technology – cross curricular) What is important when delivering a message? Must not lose it, must be on time, must not alter the message, must share whom it came from etc.] What sort of messages could we send/receive? Play the broken telephone game (Chinese whispers). What happened to our message? Why?
9. Tell the story of the first revelation of the Qur'an to Muhammad in the cave at Hira with the help of the angel Jabril. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=3EVlL4AQCf4 Introduce Imran – Using a laminated picture.
Explain that this story is very important to Imran as a Muslim as it explains how the Qur'an was compiled. Imran believes that the Qur'an contains the direct word of God (Allah). It is a holy, sacred text that is treat with great respect, as Muslims believe that it contains the word of God.
10. Discuss Ramadan. Does anyone know what Ramadan is? Who does Ramadam? What happens during Ramadan? Show the children the Ramadan calendar? Have we seen something like this before? For Christmas? The calendar counts down Ramadan until Eid. Use ppt to learn more about Ramadan? Children to share own experiences of reading Ramadan.
11. Recap what we learnt about Ramadan last week. Who celebrates? How? How long for? Read the story of Rameena’s Ramadam. Discuss what is happening on each page? Why is she doing that? What does it mean? Is this similar/different from other celebrations we have looked at? Have we experienced Ramadan. What did we see, hear, smell, touch?

	lesson sequence
1. What is wonderful about the natural world? Why might people say that the world is special? Look at a range of photos and real life images of interesting things from around the world: flowers, pine come, coral sponge, waterfalls, and the ocean. Discuss with the children that are these objects are natural, they occur naturally in the world. Children to think of words to describe them. Which is their favourite and why?
2. Discuss beginnings e.g. the beginning of the day, the beginning of school etc. Introduce the Torah and explain that this is a holy book for the Jewish people. The story we are going to learn is special for lots of people especially Christians and Jews.  Explain that some religious people think that God made the world. Introduce and explain the word 'creation'. Remind children that the Bible is a holy book for some Christians Explain how Christians believe God created the world. Share a simple version of the story of The Beginning. Children’s Bible (My Very First Bible).  Creation video:  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=bLHB_hNk42g.
3. Revisit the special things in our world and why we think they are special.  In the Christian creation story, it says that 'God saw that is was good'. Discuss with the children how we can look after our world and keep it special.  Read through how can we look after the Environment PowerPoint and discuss each of the ways we can help. How do you think we should treat plants and animals? Shall we hurt them?
4. Tell the children that Muslims also believe that a god created the world; they believe that Allah created the world and it is their job to look after it. Tell the story of Muhammad and the ants. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=_bN7KIMmwlc (2:33). Discuss the feelings and actions of the characters. How did the ants feel? Why? What important message in the story telling us?
5. Recap what happened in last week’s story. What special message did it tell us about what Muslims believe? Tell the story of Muhammad and the crying camel. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=_bN7KIMmwlc  Sequence events and discuss the feelings and actions of the characters. Did the owner feel sorry? What for? Why?
6. Recap the events of both stories previously discussed. Explain that Muslims feel that Muhammad's behaviour was so good that they want to copy it. 
Sort images/ scenarios to show which ones are following Muhammad's example and which aren’t e.g. caring for your sick pet/ leaving a crisp packet on the grass.

· Identify some significant features/ objects found inside and outside a church or mosque. Identify new vocabulary.
· Talk about some of the things Christians and Muslims do when they are visiting a church, mosque or mandir

	Lesson sequence
1. Which place is special to you and why? Where would you go when you wanted to think and be quiet? 
To have fun with family and friends? If you wanted to feel safe? What makes a place special? Show the children a bank of images of different types of place. Sort them into places that are (for example) busy, beautiful, spoilt, safe, exciting, dangerous, fun, peaceful and quiet. Develop a word bank to go with each.
2. Show a picture of the outside of a church building – explain that this is a special place for Grace who is a religious person and who is a Christian. If possible chose a local image. Revisit the word holy and what it means. Identify some external features e.g. stained glass windows, spire/ steeple, bell tower, entrance door. Share pictures of different types of churches. What is the same? Different.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Take a virtual tour of the inside of a church or visit a local church, which is even better to experience the atmosphere. http://request.org.uk/life/church/church-tours/# Discovery espresso inside a church. Identify some key features/obj. ects e.g. altar, bible, pews, font, pulpit, candles, incense, stained glass windows. Explain the purpose of each in simple terms. HA Why do they have these? Introduce the terms prayer and worship. Explain that church is a special place to her because it is a place where she can be part of a Christian family and worship and talk (pray) to God. https://www.reonline.org.uk/specials/places-of-worship/christianity_anglican.htm https://request.org.uk/Children to share their experiences of a church. School staff to share their experiences/photos. Sing hymn: all things bright and beautiful.
4.   Show an image of a mosque and talk about our mosque visit. Pinpoint the minaret and explain that this is where the muezzin stands when saying the call to prayer (compare to Church bells). (listen to a call to prayer)Identify the crescent moon and star at the top of the dome. (The first Muslims lived long ago and far away in the desert in Arabia. When they travelled around they used the stars to guide them on their journeys and the moon to light their way. They travelled at night because it was very hot. For Muslims a new moon means the start of a new month- so the moon guides them and organises their time.) Study a number of images of different mosques and look for things that are the same – dome, minaret etc. HA Why do they have these? What does Imran do in the mosque? Imran goes there to pray and learn more about Allah. Imran removes his shoes and places them on a show rack he then goes to wash himself before he prays to Allah. Ask children why it might be important to keep a special place clean. Imran gathers with other men and prays with them using his prayer mat. He bows to Allah to show that he is ready to listen to how Allah wants him to live his life. His sisters and mother also attend the mosque and pray in a separate area .Children to share their knowledge/experiences of going to a mosque.
5. Visit a mosque or take a virtual visit. Explain that a mosque is a special place to Imran because it is a place where he can worship and pray to Allah. Revisit the features of the outside of a mosque from last week.  Looking around a mosque PowerPoint. Identity some key features/objects from inside the mosque (prayer mats, area for wudu, shoe racks).Label as a class.
6. Introduce the fact that Hindus have a special place called a Mandir. Visit a mandir (http://www.ghspreston.co.uk/) or take a virtual tour. This is a special holy place for Rita who is a Hindu. It is a place where she can feel close to God.  Identify the murtis (images of the deities) and their colourful clothes and decorations. The murtis are special to Rita as each one helps her to learn a little more about God. Does anyone in the class have this as their special place? Can they tell us about it? Look at inside a Mandir PowerPoint. Compare images of the mandir with a church and a mosque. What is the same and what is different? HA why do you think these things are the same/different?
