	Year 1 Skills
· Give an example of a key belief and/or a religious story.
· Give an example of a core value or commitment.

	What will I learn this year?
· That some Christians welcome babies into the God’s family (the Church) with baptism ceremonies.
·  What it might mean to belong to the Church family.
· Features of baptism – eg. the font, candles, godparents.
· Why parents might want to have their child baptised.

	lesson sequence
1. Talk about who is in their family. Are all our families the same? How are they different? Identify the different relationships that they children may have within their families e.g. brother/sister, son/daughter, cousin. What makes a good family?  How does a family look after children? Give the children a doll each in their groups to act out taking care of the baby.
2. Watch a video of an infant baptism https://www.bbc.com/bitesize/clips/zr34wmn Identify who is involved in the baptism and what is used.  Talk about the cross that is made on a baby’s head in the context of welcoming a child into the family of God in the church. Ask them what the cross symbolises. Share personal experience of going to baptisms to talk about them and share any photographs or artefacts that they have. Show a picture of the inside of the church and identify and name the font. http://e4education.uk-virtualtours.co.uk/church/
3. Talk about why Christian parents may decide that they want to have their baby baptised.  Christians believe that the Church community is like a family.  Remind children that they have previously found out that Christians think of God as being like a father. Role play a baptism.
4. Revisit Baptisms. Have a box of features from the baptism. Can chd suggest what may be in the box? Use collage materials to make their own cross and baptismal candle (paper/ card rolling, cut out and add a flame) and talk about why they are used and what they are used for.
5. Visit St. Joseph’s church and identify the font, cross, candles and other features of the Church. (Take a church word mat to support). Talk to the priest/minister about what they do at a baptism and why it is an important ceremony of belonging.  
6. Discuss how we would show a new child in our school that they were welcome and how we could help them to feel that they belong. How do we know that we belong to our school and community? Discuss and share ideas. Put photographs/drawings of the children in the centre of flower outlines.  On the petals children record what/where they belong to through writing or drawing.

	Year 1 Skills            
· Give an example of a key belief and/or a religious story.                  
· Give an example of a core value or commitment.

	What will I learn this year?
· Know that Christians refer to God as ‘Father’.
· Talk about why Christians might compare God to a loving parent.
· Talk about how and why Christians might want to talk to God (prayer).
· Suggest symbolic meanings of rituals and items used in Christian prayer.
	lesson sequence
1. Look at pictures of families– talk about the different roles that people have in different types of families. How do parents care for their children in their families? What do parents do to show that they love their children? Why is love important in families? How does this make family special? 
2. Share the word ‘Father’ on the board – what is a father? Explain that Christians believe God is their Heavenly Father, who loves them and will always care for them. Explain that they have a special prayer they say when they talk to God called ‘The Lord’s Prayer’ share with children. Discuss word meanings and what the prayer means. Why is God like a ‘Father’? What does he do that is similar to a parent? Make a mind map together.
3. Read a children’s version of the Parable of the Lost Son (The Prodigal son) – use ppt. Explore the role of the father in the story. What decisions does he make and why? Talk about the fact that in this story, the father represents God – who do the children think the Lost Son represents?
4. Show a video clip of a Christian saying a prayer to God in church. Discuss position of praying using a range of pictures, in church, in home, at school – knelt down, hands together, eyes closed, (Why all of these things?) link to prayer in assembly and how other religions pray – children in class to share and discuss. What do children think that Christians might want to talk to God about? encourage ideas such as asking for help, sharing good news, saying sorry, thanking God for all he has done. Watch the video https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=bS5BFgQWRU4&index=27&list=PLcvEcrsF_9zJxDHG9Jtc CmiAgwVFRW3uK – showing children talking about why they pray to God.
5. Recap prayer and why Christians pray to God – what might they talk to God about? How do they pray? Share a copy of the bible and discuss what it is. Have a rosary that Christians use when they pray to God – Discuss, can children recognise anything on it? What do they think it is used for?  Explain that each bead on the rosary represents a prayer that they say to God and that it helps people to think closely about what they are saying to God. Share a video clip of someone praying with the Rosary. Make own Rosary beads.
6. Discuss children’s own role within their family, and how they might help other members of their family. Do they spend time listening to their family? What do they do to help or support their family? – do they help their grown ups around the house? Do they help care for their little brothers or sisters? Do they do the things that things that their grown ups ask them to do? How do other family members support us? Who do we talk to when we are feeling sad or scared or worried, or when we are excited about something that has happened?

· Talk about the ways in which they are cared for and supported by family members.
· Reflect on their own role within the family.
· Discuss who they can talk to when they are happy/sad/worried.

	What will I learn this year?
· A simple version of the nativity story.
·  Why Christians would say that Jesus is a special baby.
· How different characters in the nativity welcome the baby Jesus.
· Identify religious aspects of Christmas celebrations.
· Why Christmas is a special time for Christians.
· How and why babies might be special and why they need love and care.

	lesson sequence
1. Discuss new babies. Does anyone have a baby in their family? Watch video https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ECJ2llORzUc. Discuss that babies are both physically and emotionally vulnerable. 
2. Remind about being venerable. Who was Jesus? When was he born? What kind of baby do you think he was? – vulnerable because he was so special to people. He was a baby for everyone- rich and poor. (wise men and shepherds). How was he vulnerable?
3. Watch the video of the nativity story.https://www.bbc.co.uk/cbeebies/stories/lets-celebrate-christmas-story. Add into to the story where King Herod didn’t like Jesus and didn’t want him to be alive. What is happening in the story?  What do questions do you think people would have asked Jesus, Mary and Joseph? Who rejected Jesus?
4. Revisit. Can anyone remember the Nativity story? https://www.bbc.co.uk/cbeebies/stories/lets-celebrate-christmas-story . Model sequencing and talking about the pictures. Sequence individually. 
5. Talk about feeling happy and sad. When do you feel these things? What do you do to make yourself better when you’re sad? Relate back to the Christian teachings of Jesus being a gift from God and Jesus being for everyone. Discuss who helps the children.  Is there a time they felt vulnerable? Model using colours to portray emotions e.g. anger – red, sad – blue, happy - yellow. Excited? Lonely? Loved?
6. Look at how Christmas is celebrated around the world. Why do Christians celebrate like this? Plan a Christmas celebration.

	    Islam                 How might beliefs about creation affect the way people treat the world?       

	Year 1 Skills            
· Give an example of a key belief and/or a religious story.                  
· Give an example of a core value or commitment.

	What will I learn this year?
· That Muslims believe in one God (Allah).
· That Muslims believe the world was created by God.
· Why Muslims might value the natural world.
· That Islam teaches that humans should be caretakers (stewards/Khalifahs) of the planet. Muslims might show respect for God by caring for the natural world.

	lesson sequence
1. Talk to the children about what it means to be good at something. We are all good at something. What are you good at? Think about your friends. What is good about your friends/the children in our class?
2. Recap that last week we spoke about why we were special and what we are good at. Today we are going to look at things around us in the world. Before we go outside and look, can anyone think about what is special? What kind of things are we looking for? – leaves, insects, sunshine rain, flowers, grass. Model creating a picture of something special in nature.
3. Talk to the children about what they decided was special. Why? Tell the children that we are going to learn about being a Muslim and that Muslims believe in a God called Allah. *Muslim children to share their own experiences/ knowledge. Tell the children that Muslims believe that Allah has created the world and everything good that’s in it. What do Muslim’s need to do with everything in the world if they believe that Allah created it? Link to school value – Respect. As a class thing about rules that we need to do to look after the world?
4. What do Muslim’s believe about Allah? So what does that mean all Muslims must do? https://www.bbc.co.uk/programmes/articles/11bmN8jn1RKz91SchsTbspH/islam-values-for-livingWatch the story of ‘The Prophet and the Ants.’ Clarify the meaning of the story with the children. Why is Allah so special to Muslims? Display some other names for Allah on the board. Has anyone seen these or head of them before? Read them out to the children. Al Rahman (the most gracious)  Al Aziz (the almighty)  Al Khaaliq (the creator)  Al Baari (the maker)  Al Latif (kind)  Al Muqit (the nourisher)  Al Karim (the generous). What do all of these words mean? 
5. Who can remember how Muslim’s describe Allah?  What have we learnt about what it is like to be a Muslim? Can you name any of the special people who Muslims believe in? If you are a Muslim, how does it make you feel to be a Muslim? Why? 
6. Think about the school building and the playground. What do we like about it? What could be made better? (litter, coats on the floor, PE bags on the floor, not looking after school property, not picking up paper towels, leaving lights on when we don’t need them. Wasting paper) What could be done to make this better? How could we look after our school?

· Talk about their own experiences and feelings about the natural world and what they have noticed about the way that humans treat it.
· Reflect on how they treat the natural world – and if they have a duty to look after it.

	Year 1 Skills            Give an example of a key belief and/or a religious story.                  Give an example of a core value or commitment.

	What will I learn this year?
· That Hindus believe in one God (Brahman) who can be worshipped in many forms.
· That these forms (the deities) have different qualities and are portrayed in different ways.
· Why Hindus might believe that it is important to show devotion to the deities .
· That Hindus might worship at a Mandir and/or the home shrine.
· Why worship in the home might be important.
·  Describe the meaning and symbolism of items used in worship (eg. arti lamp, items on the puja tray).
	lesson sequence
1.Explore the different roles that a person may have – and the different ways that a person might look in these different roles (eg. a police officer/nurse/fire-fighter in and out of uniform). Discuss that, although these people have these roles as their job they also have other roles too (a family member).
2.Read descriptions of children in our class. Can the children guess who they are by their attributes? Introduce the religion Hinduism and read the story of the Blind Man and the Elephant. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Vn9BUfUCL4I. Discuss why the blind men all had a different understanding of the elephant. Explain that this story helps us to understand what Hinduism teaches about God.  Hinduism teaches that there is one God, but that people might understand God in many ways.
3.Discuss that there is one God, Brahman, who has many faces. Children hold mirrors up and pull faces to match emotions, eg happy, sad, confused, angry.  They are still the same person but look different each time. Show some murtis (statues) or images of Hindu Gods.  Discuss what each one represents. Film clips, for example http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/z6q6sbk.
4.Show children a picture of Ghanesh. Explain that although Ghanesh looks different, the Hindus believe that there are special meanings to the way he looks. Read the story of Ghanesh and how he got his elephant head. Look at the different parts of Ganesh and discuss the symbolic meaning of each part. Create a model of Ganesh using playdough.
5.Recap previous weeks’ work about Hindu God and how he can be seen in many ways but there is only one God.  How is this the same with us? Recap about the different roles we have and the different ways that we might look or different names that we may be called by different people. Make a badge for themselves (round card, safety pin and cellotape) showing their skills and qualities that make them who they are - this can include pictures and words.
6.Explore items Hindu’s use to play and how they are used? Why are they use? What do they represent. (eg. arti lamp, items on the puja tray).

· Talk about who is special to them and why.

· Identify sources of authority and inspiration.
· Consider what our ‘duties’ as human beings are.

	Year 1 Skills            
· Give an example of a key belief and/or a religious story.

	What will I learn this year?
· Give an example of a key belief (ie. that Jews believe in one God) and/or a religious story (the story of Noah and/or Abraham).
· Give an example of a core value or commitment (trusting that God will keep his promise).
· Use some religious words and phrases to recognise and name features of religious traditions (eg. Sukkot, festival).
· Talk about the way that religious beliefs might influence the way a person behaves (eg. like Noah and Abraham, Jewish people sh ould trust that God keeps his promises).
· Notice and show curiosity about people and how they live their lives (finding out about Jewish festivals –thinking about the fact that people celebrate different celebrations in very different ways – eg. Sukkot).

	lesson sequence
1. Introduce the word ‘promise’ what does it mean? Watch http://www.early-years.org/sesame-tree/activity-cards/activity-card.php?acn=14&acs=2 clip. Make own promises. 
2. Read the story of Noah. Talk about the rainbow as a sign of God’s promise – talk about why people might need reminders of the importance of promises (link with the class display of our promises to keep the class rules).  Explain that a Jewish person might say that although people often forget their promises, God does not and so they believe that they can always trust in God.
3. Watch Jumpin’ Jerusalem- Sukkot https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=h_W1pGtlRsY  Tell the children about the history of the festival of Sukkot and how this is celebrated by Jewish families today. Discuss how Jewish people show that they put their trust in God to show that they trust that he will keep his promise.
4. Over two lessons 4 and 5. Revisit what is Sukkot and what Jewish people make for their celebration. What did we decide we need in our Sukkah? Model making some of the key parts -  lulavs, etrog, hadass and aravah from paper. Discuss how Jewish people show that they put their trust in God to show that they trust that he will keep his promise. Make own lego Sukkah. 
5. Discuss how Jewish people celebrate by eating a meal in the Sukkot, share pictures. Share own times of celebratory meals and that we celebrate special times with people we trust – Chd identify who they trust in their lives. Draw a picture of a Jewish family eating a celebratory meal in the Sukkot and a picture of own family eating a celebratory meal. List similarities and differences.

· Ask questions (about the importance of trust and who they can trust/rely on in their own lives).
