1 Discuss why people might sometimes want to use symbols rather than words.
Investigate your school logo and any others from the local community. What is the meaning of this image? Does it reflect the values of the community?
2Look at a selection of Christian symbols.  Match symbol to a description of the belief shown (dove, fish, cross).Talk about the beliefs that are central to Christianity – what might these be? (e.g. one God, he created heaven and earth, father, son and Holy spirit)Look at images and videos of a traditional Catholic/Anglican church. Discuss how the design shows these beliefs within the church building. Talk about why Christians might think it is important to gather together to pray and worship God
3 Continue to investigate the interior of the church building and how different parts of the church are used during worship (eg. Pulpit, lectern. altar)
4 Investigate Christian worship – including the importance of prayer, reading from the Bible, use of worship and sharing the bread and wine. Explain that there are different forms of Christian worship, but that there are also common practices amongst all Christians.
5 What are the values of Christianity e.g. forgiveness, love, patience, joy, hope, peace etc. Discuss what these values mean. How might we show these? Explore use of imagery and symbolism within Christianity.
6 What communities do we all belong to? Look at the school website – does the design and any photos used on the site reflect your school community’s values?  What unites your school/your class as a community? What events bring your community together and contribute to a sense of unity?

3 Jesus is the light of the world. What does this mean? When Christians think of Jesus, how might they feel? What will they be reminded of? Look at Bible references to Jesus and light (John 1: 4 – 5 and 9, Luke 2:32 and John 8:12)
4 Class discussion – how do Christians use light as part of celebrations? Show pictures of celebrations (mainly Christmas) and locate the light sources.
5 Explore how light is used in Advent – use of advent candles, advent services. (Watch a video, share photos).Share the Christingle.
6 Could the children be ‘a light’ to others? Brainstorm good qualities that the class consider are worth following. Relate all this to Jesus and his role as ‘a light to the world’. Children consider how they could turn dark to light in their own lives.

1. Identify a special event or person. Talk about what it means to be devoted to something/someone. Look at images of football supporters – what symbols do they use to show their devotion?
2. Look at 3D shapes. Link to Hindu belief of one God but many forms. Look at some pictures of various Hindu deities (eg. Shiva, Vishnu, Brahma, Lakshmi, Durga, Saraswati) and share their roles.
3. Revisit Deities names. Explain the role of each deity and ask children to suggest why they are portrayed the way they are – eg. How might the objects that they are holding help them in their role?
4. Introduce the vocabulary ‘arti’ (the ritual) and ‘puja’ (the act of worship).Explore the items on a puja tray and ask the children to think about what it may be for (bell, incense holder and incense stick, diva lamp, water pot and spoon and kum kum powder to put on the worshipper’s head).
5. Compare images of shrines in the home and the mandir.  Talk about the similarities and differences.
6. Who and what is special to me? Ask the children to think about what is special to them. Create an area in the classroom to put special objects from home or paint pictures of them.  Encourage children to give reasons for their choices.

	lesson sequence
1. What is a routine? Talk about the routines that exist within the school/classroom and how these are helpful to the school community and individuals – what might happen without them? TA to not follow rules. Discuss why it is important to have rules and how following these rules links respect for others and obedience to authority.
2. Explain the Shahada (the declaration of faith) The Islamic belief that they should live in obedience to God through following the teachings of the Qur’an and the example of the Prophet Muhammed. Explain that rituals such as daily prayer, attending mosque and fasting each year during the month of Ramadan help Muslims to remember to make time for God. Read a children’s version of ‘the Night Journey’
3. Look at images of Muslims in prayer. Ask children to think about why Muslims might pray in this way – how might it be a way of showing their obedience to God?
4. Explain that for Muslims, prayer is a way of showing commitment and obedience to God. Wudu (ritual washing before prayer which is compulsory) https://www.bbc.com/teach/class-clips-video/wudu-the-washing-ritual/zvmrwty  is both practical (keeping clean) and spiritual (a reminder that when humans come to speak to God, being clean in body is symbol of being pure in heart and mind).
5. Investigate where and how Muslims pray Play the you tube video – does anybody recognise the sound? 
Revisit the preparations, including wudu (washing parts of the body), removal of shoes and covering of head. 
Discuss the times of day that Muslims need to pray.
6. Commitments. Ask children to share examples of things that they do on a regular basis as a sign of their commitment and belonging. Ask pupils to reflect on what really matters in their life.

	lesson sequence
1. Watch clip of ‘The Lion, The Witch and the Wardrobe’ by C.S. Lewis. Children to watch the clip and discuss what could be behind the door. How do the children feel? Why? How would you feel? Then discuss that today we are going to be focusing on doorways and entrances as a begging of our RE journey this half term. What other doors do we have? In school/ at home? Why do we use them? Where do they take us? How do these different doors make us feel? 
2. Explore the Gurdwara. Explore the meaning of ‘guru’ and the place of the Guru Granth Sahib as a guru. Relate this to the Gurdwara, ‘the house of the Guru’. What indicates it may be a special place from the outside? e.g. flag, dome, lettering. Identify the organisation of space e.g. prayer room, location of Guru Granth Sahib, langar, shoe area, any social/community rooms, location of musical instruments, washing facilities. Sikhs believe that everyone is equal before God. This means that everyone sits on the floor to eat and worship.
3. Listen to examples of Sikh music. Discussing the vocabulary related to the music e.g. ragas and ragis, praise, hymns, and the names of some instruments that are used. How is the music used? How has it be learnt? Then watch: does music make you feel? A visit to a gurdwara - KS1 Religious Education – Primary Y1 & Y2 - BBC Bitesize - BBC Bitesize
4. Revisit the Gurdwara by completing the bbc quiz. Make a list of beliefs. As a class Give children an image of an open door.  Children write words or short phrases around the door that reflect some of the rituals and actions that happen inside.  Include emotions. Then role play these. 
5. Revisit how Sikh’s feel when they visit their special place of the Gurdwara. Why? Children think of their special place. Why is it special? Children to create a representation of their special place using a range of media. 
6. Gurdwara visit.
