PRIME AREA-PSED
· To be able to:
-Begin to show ‘effortful control’. For example, waiting for a turn and resisting the strong impulse to grab what they want or push their way to the front.
-Be increasingly able to talk about and manage their emotions.
-Notice and ask questions about differences, such as skin colour, types of hair, gender, special needs and disabilities and so on.
-Develop friendships with other children.
-Safely explore emotions beyond their normal range through play and stories.
-Talk about their feelings in more elaborated ways. “I’m sad because…” or “I love it when…”
-Select and use activities and resources, with help when needed. This helps them to achieve a goal they have chosen, or one which is suggested to them.
Activities:
-Respond to a range of activities showing a range of feelings when appropriate
–Talk about favourite colours and how different colours make us feel.
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SPECIFIC AREA-UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD

To be able to:
-Use all their senses in hands-on exploration of natural materials.
-Explore collections of materials with similar and/or different properties.
-Talk about what they see, using a wide vocabulary.

Activities:
-Talk about colour in our environment.  Go on a colour walk around school grounds. 
 Paint a picture using ‘colour focus’ 
-Explore mixing colours to make a new colour
-Begin to explore the natural environment e.g. conkers, leaves, acorns and link to Autumn.
-Recreate familiar roles in the home corner.
PRIME AREA-PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT 
To be able to:
-Continue to develop their movement, balancing, riding (scooters, trikes and bikes) and ball skills.
-Go up steps and stairs, or climb up apparatus, using alternative feet.
-Skip, hop, stand on one leg and hold a pose for a game like musical statues.
Activities:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Throwing, catching, and balancing activities.
· Opportunities for paint and mark making using a variety of mark making tools.
· Children to learn to open milk cartons independently and eat snack.

SPECIFIC AREA-LITERACY
To be able to:
-Enjoy sharing books with an adult.
-Enjoy songs and rhymes, turning in and paying attention.
-Joins in with songs and rhymes, copying sounds, rhythms, tunes and tempo.
-Say some of the words in songs and rhymes.
-Copy finger movements and other gestures.
-Sing songs and say rhymes independently, for example singing whilst playing.
Activities:
Provide opportunities for mark making activities indoors and outside.
Provide opportunities for reading activities indoors and outside. 


Provide reading opportunities indoors and outside with adults  

PRIME AREA-COMMUNICATION AND LANGUAGE
To be able to:
· Understand simple instructions like “give to nanny” or “stop”.
· Generally focus on an activity of their own choice and find it difficult to be directed by an adult.
· Listen to other people’s talk with interest, but can easily be distracted by other things.
· Start to develop conversation, often jumping from topic to topic.
Activities:
Find own name from a selection of others each day for self- registration
· Talk about the colours of objects throughout the nursery setting incidentally.
· Name correctly the objects in the role play area extending children’s vocabulary.  

SPECIFIC AREA-EXPRESSIVE ARTS AND DESIGN
To be able to:
-Explore colour and colour mixing.
-Explore paint, using fingers and other parts of their bodies as well as brushes and other tools.
-Start to develop pretend play, pretending that one object represents another. For example, a child holds a wooden block to her ear and pretends it’s a phone.
-Join in with songs and rhymes, making some sounds.
-Make rhythmical and repetitive sounds.
-Explore a range of sound makers and instruments and explore their voices and enjoy making sounds.
Activities:
- Experiment with colour using a variety of tools and materials.
- Explore colour mixing 
 - Use colour appropriately e.g. my dinosaur is yellow so I need yellow paint.
 -Participate in singing number rhymes/ colour songs
-Take on role of family member in the role play area.
-Learn and join in action rhymes including Dingle Dangle Scarecrow.


SPECIFIC AREA-MATHEMATICS 
To be able to:
- Take part in finger rhymes with numbers.
-React to changes of amount in a group of up to three items.
Compare amounts, saying ‘lots, ‘more’ or ‘same’.
-Develop counting- like behaviour, such as making sounds, pointing or saying some numbers in sequence.
-Count in everyday contexts, sometimes skipping numbers- ‘1, 2, 3, 5’.

Activities:
- Sort objects in the home corner by colour.
 - Sort and name the various food/utensils found in the kitchen. Where do they belong? Focus on this at tidy up times.
· Set the table. Are there enough utensils for each person coming to tea.
· Learn number rhymes- One Elephant, One Little Finger, One little, Two little, three Little Dinosaurs

STARTING POINTS
Children are starting nursery- some have previous experience of a pre-school setting but others have none.
Our objective is for the children to settle happily and therefore the focus is on the Prime areas of learning.
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
