AMATHEMATICS 
We are learning to:
- Compare sizes, weights etc. using gesture and language - ‘bigger/little/smaller’, ‘high/low’, ‘tall’, ‘heavy’.
- Notice patterns and arrange things in patterns.
- Talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes (for example, circles, rectangles, triangles and cuboids) using informal and mathematical language: ‘sides’, ‘corners’; ‘straight’, ‘flat’, ‘round’.
- Recite numbers past 5. Say one number for each item in order: 1,2,3,4,5. Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total (‘cardinal principle’). Show ‘finger numbers’ up to 5. Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5.

Activities
- Use Espresso counting activities.
- During circle time activities – count actions eg claps, stamps.
-Counting and numeral matching opportunities throughout continuous provision.
-Create shape pictures, especially ‘people’.
-Compare objects and each other by size/ height.
UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD 
We are learning to:
- Make connections between the features of their family and other families.
-Talk about what they see, using a wide vocabulary.
- Begin to make sense of their own life-story and family’s history.
- Show interest in different occupations.
Activities:
-Outside look at signs of Autumn
-Role play focus-Doctor’s surgery.(see also Physical Development)
- Ourselves  program on the IWB
- Key worker time activities; talking about why we are special, what we can do, how we have changed and our favourite things.

EXPRESSIVE ARTS AND DESIGN
We are learning to:
- Explore different materials, using all their senses to investigate them. Manipulate and play with different materials.
- Use their imagination as they consider what they can do with different materials.
- Show different emotions in their drawings and paintings, like happiness, sadness, fear, etc.
- Create their own songs or improvise a song around one they know.
Activities;
Painting and drawing self- portraits,
Music sessions, focusing on copying beats. 







COMMUNICATION AND LANGUAGE 
We are learning to:
· Understand and act on longer sentences like ‘make teddy jump’ or ‘find your coat’.
· Understand simple questions about ‘who’, ‘what’ and ‘where’ (but generally not ‘why’).
· Enjoy listening to longer stories and can remember much of what happens.
· Use a wider range of vocabulary.

Activities:
- Learn and join in a variety of songs and rhymes –Head, shoulders, knees and toes. Hockey Cokey, I Have a Body, Simon Says.
- Listen to a range of stories about Titch, the Large Family, and non fiction books about ourselves.
· Name correctly the objects in the role play area extending children’s vocabulary.  


PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT
We are learning to:
- Sit on a push-along wheeled toy, use a scooter or ride a tricycle.
- Go up steps and stairs, or climb up apparatus, using alternate feet.
- Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors.
Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.
- Show a preference for a dominant hand.
- Be increasingly independent as they get dressed and undressed, for example, putting coats on and doing up zips.
Activities
- Activities in nursery garden and hall sessions.
- Fine motor skill activities such as threading, using tweezers, messy play.
-Opportunities to develop pencil control using chalks, paint brushes, and other mark making tools.
-Doctor Role play
-Hand washing brushing activities.
LITERACY
We are learning to:
- Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can: • spot and suggest rhymes • count or clap syllables in a word • recognise words with the same initial sound, such as money and mother.
- Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page; writing ‘m’ for mummy. Write some or all of their name.
- Enjoy drawing freely. Add some marks to their drawings, which they give meaning to. For example: “That says mummy.” Make marks on their picture to stand for their name.
Activities:
- Learn a variety of rhymes, songs and poems.
-Play a variety of phonics games.
-in the role play area have the opportunity to write ‘prescriptions’,’ patients notes’ .

PERSONAL SOCIAL AND EMOTIONAL DEVELOPMENT
· We are learning to:
· Develop friendships with other children.
· Safely explore emotions beyond their normal range through play and stories. Talk about their feelings in more elaborated ways: “I’m sad because…” or “I love it when …”
· Talk with others to solve conflicts. Talk about their feelings using words like ‘happy’, ‘sad’, ‘angry’ or ‘worried’.
· Develop their sense of responsibility and membership of a community.
Activities
· Circle times
· Role play
· Throughout continuous provision.

STARTING POINTS
The children have now had time to become familiar with the nursery routines and are gaining in confidence.
What do the children already know about themselves?
What are their likes/dislikes?
What do they know about keeping safe and healthy?
How are we the same or different?
Talk about our hair/eye colour.
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
