PRIME AREA-PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT
To be able to:
-Use one handed tools and equipment e.g. making snips in paper.
-Clap and stamp to music.
-Continue to develop their movement, balance, riding (scooters, trikes & bikes) and ball skills.
-Use large muscle movements to wave flags and streamers, paint and make marks.
Activities:
-Follow a series of one part instructions when moving from one colour to another colour cone.
-Develop pedalling skills when using the vehicles.
SPECIFIC AREA-LITERACY
To be able to:
-Enjoy drawing freely.
- Add some marks to their drawings, which they give meaning to e.g. “That says Mummy”.
- Make marks on their picture to stand for their name.
- Notice some print, such as the first letter of their name, or a familiar logo.
- Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can- spot &suggest rhymes, count or clap syllables in a word, recognise words with the same initial sound e.g. money, Mummy.
Activities:
- Provide opportunities for mark making activities -indoors and outside.
- Provide opportunities for reading activities indoors and outside.
-Phase One Phonics activities.

SPECIFIC AREA-UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD
To be able to:
-Explore and talk about different forces they can feel.
-Explore how things work.
-Talk about the differences between materials and changes they notice.
Activities:
-Look for signs of winter in the outdoor area.
-Make bird cake to feed the birds in winter
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- Explore change by planting bulbs, and by making pancakes.
-Celebrate Chinese New year
-Explore mixing colours to make a new colour linked to winter.
PRIME AREA-PSED
· To be able to:
-Play with one or more other children, extending and elaborating play ideas.
- Become more outgoing with unfamiliar people, in the safe context of their setting.
- Show more confidence in new social situations.
-Increasingly follow rules, understanding why they are important.
 Activities:
-Talking about the different characters in the rhymes 
-During Key Worker/circle times 
- During independent play.
-Photos to remind children of the Nursery rules.

PRIME AREA-COMMUNICATION AND LANGUAGE
To be able to:
· Listen to simple stories and understand what is happening, with the help of the pictures.
· Pay attention to more than one thing at a time, which can be difficult.
· -Know many rhymes, be able to talk about familiar books and be able to tell a long story.
· Activities:
-  recreating nursery rhymes through role play, small world,         drawing, painting, collage and construction.
· Talk about the colours of objects throughout the nursery setting incidentally.
· Use core books and core songs, so children become familiar with the books/songs.
· Listening games.
STARTING POINTS
Most of the children have had a full term in nursery and are becoming more confident in the setting and are familiar with our daily routines, accessing the continuous provision independently and joining in adult led activities appropriately.
SPECIFIC AREA-EXPRESSIVE ARTS AND DESIGN
To be able to:
-Remember and sing entire songs.
- Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person (pitch match).
- Sing the melodic shape (moving melody, such as up and down, down and up) of familiar songs.
- Create their own songs, or improvise a song around one they know.
- Join different materials and explore different textures.
- Make small worlds with blocks and construction materials e.g. parks, different buildings.
Activities:
 -Learn words and actions to new nursery rhymes.
- Experiment with colour using a variety of tools and materials.
- Explore colour mixing 
- Recreate nursery rhymes through role play, small world, drawing, painting, collage and construction.
SPECIFIC AREA-MATHEMATICS 
To be able to:
-Compare quantities using language: ‘more than’, ‘fewer than’.
-Make comparisons between objects relating to size. Length, weight and capacity.
-Notice and correct an error in a repeating pattern. 
Activities:
- Make or draw spiders with number of legs specified by an adult
-Use vocabulary of more and less when recreating Two Little Dickie Birds rhyme.
- Build walls for Humpty Dumpty using Lego bricks focusing on repeating patterns.
- Use musical patterns and physical patterns e.g. clap, clap, stomp and triangle, circle, triangle etc.
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
