SPECIFIC AREA-LITERACY
To be able to:
· Understand the 5 key concepts about print:
· Print has meaning.
· Print can have different purposes.
· We read English text from left to right and from top to bottom.
· The names of the different parts of a book.

Activities:
- Provide opportunities for mark making   activities indoors and outside.
- Provide opportunities for reading activities indoors and outside. 
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- Phase One Phonics activities.

PRIME AREA-PSED
· To be able to:
· Increasingly follow rules, understanding why they are important.
· Remember rules without needing an adult to remind them.

- Activities:
-Talking about the different characters in the stories.
-During Key Worker/circle times 
- Link the feelings of the characters to those of themselves and others.
- The beginning of each session, we will talk about how we are feeling using feeling sticks.
STARTING POINTS
Most of the children are now half way through their time in nursery and are confident in the setting and are established with our daily routines, accessing the continuous provision independently and joining in adult led activities appropriately.                                                                                                  

PRIME AREA-PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT 
To be able to:
· Start taking part in some group activities which they make up themselves, or in teams.
· Increasingly be able to use and remember sequences and patterns of movement which are related to music and rhythm.
· Match their developing physical skills to tasks and activities e.g. whether to crawl, walk or run.

Activities:
-Follow a series of one part instructions when moving from one colour to another colour cone.
-Develop ball skills.
-Move imaginatively as bears.
- Dance to music when celebrating the Queen’s Jubilee.
SPECIFIC AREA-UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD
To be able to:
· Know that there are different countries in the world and talk about the differences they have experienced or seen in photos.
· 
Activities:
- Learn about Mother’s Day, Easter and the Queen’s Jubilee. 
- Explore change by planting bulbs, and by making porridge.
-Explore mixing colours to make a new colour
-Recreate familiar roles in the three Bears’ cottage.
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SPECIFIC AREA-EXPRESSIVE ARTS AND DESIGN
To be able to:
· Take part in simple pretend play, using an object to represent something else even though they are not similar.
· Explore different materials freely, in order to develop their ideas about how to use them and what to make.

Activities:
 -Learn words and actions to new songs linked to Bears/Jubilee topic (Goldilocks song and others)
- Paintings and drawings of bears and the Queen. 
- Recreating stories, such as Goldilocks and The Three Bears and We’re Going on a Bear Hunt through Small world, the Outdoor Environment and Role Play area.
SPECIFIC AREA-MATHEMATICS 
To be able to:
- Develop fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them individually (subitising).
- Recite numbers past 5.
Understand positions through words alone- e.g. below, under, in front. 
- Select shapes appropriately: flat surfaces for building, a triangular prism for a roof etc.
- Combine shapes to make new ones- an arch, a bigger triangle etc.

- Activities:
- Use Compare Bears for counting, and sort by size and colour. 
 Use vocabulary of size when recreating the story of Goldilocks and the Three Bears. 
Use small bears and Ten in a Bed game to develop understanding of quantity.
Focus on 2 and 3D shapes in the sand and water provision.

PRIME AREA-COMMUNICATION AND LANGUAGE
To be able to:
· Enjoy listening to longer stories and remember much of what happens.
· Develop their communication, but may continue to have problems with irregular tenses and plurals, such as ‘runned’ for ‘ran’, ‘swimmed’ for ‘swam’.

Activities:
-  recreating stories through role play, small world, drawing,
    painting, collage and construction.
-Find own name from a selection of others each day for self- registration.
- Discuss events in keyworker times and throughout the session.
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
