SPECIFIC AREA-LITERACY
To be able to:
-Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page; writing ‘m’ for mummy.
- Write some or all of their name.
-Write some letters accurately.
-Engage in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary.
Activities:
-Share farm related stories including: Farmer Duck, Rosie’s Walk, The Three Little Pigs.
-Provide opportunities for mark making activities inside and out.
-Provide opportunities for reading activities inside and out. 
Phase One Phonics activities.

SPECIFIC AREA-EXPRESSIVE ARTS AND DESIGN
To be able to:
-Draw with increasing complexity and detail, such as representing a face with a circle and including details.
-Make simple models which express their ideas.
-Listen with increased attention to sounds.
-Respond to what they have heard, expressing their thoughts and feelings.
-Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas.
Activities:
-Learn a variety of farm related rhymes and actions
-Create own farm orchestra
-Move like different animals. 
-Act out the story Rosie’s Walk.
-Build 3D models of farm buildings, 3 Little pigs houses and farm vehicles using construction kits and recyclable materials.
- Develop different painting techniques using large rollers, mops, and other tools.

PRIME AREA-PSED
· To be able to:
· Develop appropriate ways of being assertive.

- During Key Worker/circle time
- During independent play.

SPECIFIC AREA-MATHEMATICS 
To be able to:
-   Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total (‘cardinal principle’).
-Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5.
-Experiment with their own marks as well as numerals.
-Solve real world mathematical problems with numbers up to 5.
Activities: 
·  Use toy farm animals for counting and sorting activities
-    Draw simple animals or collect sets of animals when representing quantities. 
-    Build 3D models to represent a farm or 3 Little Pigs house.
PRIME AREA-PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT
To be able to:
-Be increasingly independent in meeting their own care needs, e.g. brushing teeth, using the toilet, washing and drying their hands thoroughly.
-Make healthy choices about food, drink, activity and tooth brushing.
-Continue to develop their movement, balancing, riding (scooters, trikes and bikes) and ball skills. 
-Go up steps and stairs, or climb up apparatus, using alternate feet. 
-Skip, hop, stand on one leg and hold a pose for a game like musical statues. 
-Use large-muscle movements to wave flags and streamers, paint and make marks.
Activities:
-Use balancing equipment, tunnel, tyres, wheeled toys, adventure playground to develop gross motor skills.
-Use a variety of mark making tools indoors and outside. 
-Emphasise hand washing after playing outside, using the toilet and when handling animals on the farm.  

SPECIFIC AREA-UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD
To be able to:

-Talk about what they see, using a wide vocabulary.
-Show interest in different occupations.
-Explore how things work.
-Begin to understand the need to respect and care for the natural environment and all living things.
Activities:
-Visit from Farm.
- Look for signs of seasonal change 
- Plant spring bulbs and potatoes 
 - Role play- home corner. Outside in our Garden and Wood area.  - The Three Little Pigs houses.
PRIME AREA-COMMUNICATION AND LANGUAGE
To be able to:
-Sing a large repertoire of songs.
-know many rhymes, be able to talk about familiar books, and be able to tell a long story.
-Be able to express a point of view and to debate when they disagree with an adult or a friend, using words as well as actions.
- Use longer sentences of four to six words.
- Start a conversation with an adult or a friend and continue it for many turns.
Activities:
-  Recreating stories through role play, small world farm and animals, drawing,
    painting, collage and construction.   
- Act out the story Rosie’s Walk 
- Naming farm animals, their babies, farm vehicles and buildings.
STARTING POINTS
