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Rationale
At Ribbleton Avenue Infant School it is our belief that every child deserves the best possible start in life. Furthermore a child’s experiences from birth to 5 are the crucial stepping stones for a well-rounded individual and future success. We share the 4 overarching principles of the EYFS Framework and strive to adopt the following principles: 
· Unique child
· Positive relationships
· Enabling environment and teaching
· The importance of earning and development
Our curriculum has been created with a deep understanding of children’s learning and development. It incorporates both statutory learning from the EYFS Framework and non –statutory guidance from Development Matters To enhance our curriculum further and meet the needs of our unique children we have also included stepping stone objectives to support children in achieving to the best of their abilities. 

The curriculum within the Early Years is carefully planned to ensure there are plenty of opportunities for the children to develop their learning through exploration and play with the support of scaffolding adults. This is embedded through the promotion of ‘The Characteristics of Effective Learning’: Playing and Exploring - children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’; Active Learning - children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties and enjoy achievements; Creating and Thinking Critically - children have and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas, and develop strategies for doing things. Through this approach, we ensure that there is sufficient space both indoors and out for children to play and explore and the learning environment is of a high standard promoting exploration and critical thinking. The learning environment allows children to engage all of their senses with challenging, creative and innovative opportunities. Open-ended resources are provided so that they can be manipulated, moved and combined in a variety of ways. Resources are also chosen to reflect children’s interests within the learning environment allowing children to make choices, decisions and follow an interest or line of enquiry.

	The development of children’s spoken language underpins all seven areas of learning and development. Children’s back-and-forth interactions from an early age form the foundations for language and cognitive development. The number and quality of the conversations they have with adults and peers throughout the day in a language-rich environment is crucial. By commenting on what children are interested in or doing, and echoing back what they say with new vocabulary added, practitioners will build children's language effectively. Reading frequently to children, and engaging them actively in stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems, and then providing them with extensive opportunities to use and embed new words in a range of contexts, will give children the opportunity to thrive. Through conversation, story-telling and role play, where children share their ideas with support and modelling from their teacher, and sensitive questioning that invites them to elaborate, children become comfortable using a rich range of vocabulary and language structures.

	Physical activity is vital in children’s all-round development, enabling them to pursue happy, healthy and active lives7. Gross and fine motor experiences develop incrementally throughout early childhood, starting with sensory explorations and the development of a child’s strength, co-ordination and positional awareness through tummy time, crawling and play movement with both objects and adults. By creating games and providing opportunities for play both indoors and outdoors, adults can support children to develop their core strength, stability, balance, spatial awareness, co-ordination and agility. Gross motor skills provide the foundation for developing healthy bodies and social and emotional well-being. Fine motor control and precision helps with hand-eye co-ordination, which is later linked to early literacy. Repeated and varied opportunities to explore and play with small world activities, puzzles, arts and crafts and the practice of using small tools, with feedback and support from adults, allow children to develop proficiency, control and confidence.

	Developing a strong grounding in number is essential so that all children develop the necessary building blocks to excel mathematically. Children should be able to count confidently, develop a deep understanding of the numbers to 10, the relationships between them and the patterns within those numbers. By providing frequent and varied opportunities to build and apply this understanding - such as using manipulatives, including small pebbles and tens frames for organising counting - children will develop a secure base of knowledge and vocabulary from which mastery of mathematics is built. In addition, it is important that the curriculum includes rich opportunities for children to develop their spatial reasoning skills across all areas of mathematics including shape, space and measures. It is important that children develop positive attitudes and interests in mathematics, look for patterns and relationships, spot connections, ‘have a go’, talk to adults and peers about what they notice and not be afraid to make mistakes.

Physical Development

This half term the children will begin fine and gross motor development by completing large scale movements and funky fingers activities, these include activities such as balancing objects and using various tools such as scissors, tongs and hammers. We will continue to develop our letter formation skills with daily handwriting sessions and dough disco activities.
During keyworker time we will learn about good oral health and how to keep healthy.

Mathematics

This half term the children will develop their understanding of number by investigating value ‘cardinality’ of amounts. The children will use manipulatives and physical resources to compare different amounts and how numbers are composed. 
The children will learn to subitise amounts by quickly recognising their value. 


Communication and Language

This half tern the children will be given the opportunity to retell stories. They will use actions to support their story retelling.  They will develop skills in being able to answer how and why questions about the characters, events and setting.
Through our key worker sessions, children will develop the confidence to speak in a small group and to listen to others. 
Through a range if stimuli such as, pictures, videos and real life experiences the children will develop their Vocabulary and the meaning of new words. 
Literacy

In literacy this half term the children will be focusing upon early reading skills through phonics. The children will develop their oral segmenting and blending skills by playing listening games and activities. 
In class we will be looking at the characters from the Oxford Reading Tree reading scheme.  Children will learn to identify first words by recognising character names through a matching and sorting games. During guided reading sessions, teacher will model early comprehension skills by talking about events happening in the pictures. 

Linking to Physical development skills the children will develop their fine motor movements through the ‘squiggle while you wiggle’ scheme to aid early writing.
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Autumn 1
Understanding the world

During our RE lessons we will be looking at special times. Throughout the theme, children will identify and discuss different special times they celebrate as a family and some features/symbols of these celebrations. 
Within in the theme of ‘All about me’ the children identify different family members and can talk about older and younger siblings. The children will identify different periods of time by looking at how they have grown and changed from being a baby, using the terms past and present. 
Linking with the PSED focus throughout the theme the children will be learning about belong and being part of a special group. The children will identify, label, discuss and explore the different communities they are part of.


Personal, Social and Emotional Development

The children will develop their understanding of different emotions and feelings through the books ‘The colour Monster’ Children will be able to identify how characters in the story are feeling and link these emotions to colours. 
As part of the children transition into school each day the children will comminate how they are feeling by placing their lollipop stick into a a coloured emotion pot. The children will be given the opportunity to talk about their emotions during ‘Key Worker’ time. The children will develop relationships with their Key worker and peers in class.  

Expressive Arts and Design

In expressive Arts and design the children will be creating self portraits using a range of materials. They will observe closely the features of their face and draw objects by enclosing lines to make shapes using pencils and felt tips.
Within the loose parts area of provision children will be encouraged to create transient art of their face using different materials and media.

Physical Development

This half term we will be having our coaching session working on our dance skills. We will be continuing our fine and gross motor development by completing large scale movements and funky fingers activities, these include activities like making sugar cube igloos and using pipettes. We will continue to develop our letter formation skills with daily handwriting sessions and dough disco activities.
During keyworker time we will learn about good oral health and how to keep healthy.
Mathematics

This half term the children will develop their understanding of number to 5. They will compare values of numbers using the correct vocabulary (more, fewer, same as, less) and identify how these numbers are composed. Linking to theme of Winter, the children will use winter objects to create repeating patterns. The children will complete given patterns and develop the skills necessary to use reasoning when solving pattern ‘problems.’  This half term the children will identify shapes by their properties. We will use this shape knowledge to make repeating patterns. The children will learn about periods of time and propositions of objects.


Communication and Language

Children will be given the opportunity to retell stories. They will use actions to support their story retelling.  They will develop skills in being able to answer how and why questions about the characters, events and setting. When discussing Antarctica children will engage in a multisensory activity where they will be emerged in language. We will also have an igloo role play area where children can act out the new information they have learnt and use new vocabulary. We will be using vocabulary mats each week to enhance children’s understanding and supporting them with sentence structure. Each week they will have a talking homework whereby they are encouraged to talk about the next weeks learning in home language.
Literacy

In literacy we will be reading a range of books about winter both fiction and non-fiction.  We will also be looking at rhyme when learning the I'm a Little Penguin poem and the story Lost and Found. The children will use actions to help them retell these stories and poem. Children's vocabulary will be enhanced by learning words to describe winter and naming key features of animals. Their skills of blending and segmenting will be enhanced by daily phonics and literacy sessions. Children will engage in guided reading sessions within school which will be continued at home when reading to adults. We will continue to engage in daily phonics activities moving though phase 2 and applying what we know.   Children will develop their segmenting skills through oral and written activities. They will use their knowledge of phonics to label characters, make shopping lists, describe the Arctic and Antarctic, create posters and write character descriptions.
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Autumn 2
Understanding the world

During our RE lessons we will be looking at special times. We will have a whole school celebration of Diwali and explore how Diwali may be celebrated. We will also explore Christmas. We will learn about the Christmas story and engage in many Christmas themed activities including our key stage nativity. Throughout our winter theme, we will be investigating the weather seasonal changes in our country. The children will observe and investigate ice and make predictions about how it melts. We will look at different environments such as discuss the differences between Preston and the Artic. We will have a visit from an Inuit. During the session the children will ask questions to find out more about an Inuit way of life and how they survive in the Arctic. During our instruction writing unit we will make cold foods. The children will make and taste ice cream and discuss the processes of buying the ingredients, freezing the cream and adding flavouring.  We will be celebrating Christmas by joining in with Christmas traditions and learning about The Nativity story.




Personal, Social and Emotional Development

The children will discuss the feeling of the characters in the story and relate to that to themselves. We will also be focusing on keeping healthy and safe. We will discuss the need for personal hygiene and exercise and how this impacts on health. We will be discussing what happens when we visit the dentist and how we can protect our teeth. We will also be continuing to discuss our feelings using our lolly sticks.

Expressive Arts and Design

In expressive Arts and design children will be exploring different materials, creating collage, painting, using pastels and using a variety of tools to change materials. We will be choosing colour for a specific purpose. We will also be looking at the texture of materials and what these can represent in our pictures to make ‘messy map’ of the Artic. We will be engaging in role play and creating narratives in our role play and small world areas. We will be learning songs about penguins and polar bears. During our nativity performance we will learn songs and some children will dance. Our coaching session will focus on dance and the children will create a whole class dance.

Physical Development

During our PE lessons, we will be developing our balls skills. Learning how to roll, throw, catch and kick as ball accurately. We will continue to engage in our cosmic yoga sessions to develop our core strength and coordination. Fundamental movement skills will be refined and practised during PE Sessions and through outdoor provision. The Three Little Pigs they will be taught stranger danger, keeping and healthy.

Mathematics

Children will develop their accuracy when touch counting objects and matching to numerals. Children will order numbered pigs, building up to 10. They will put x amount of pigs in the pen and count animals.  They will match numerals to quantities and begin to write these. They will develop their knowledge and understanding of numbers 6-10. We will also develop our understanding of addition and subtraction.  Children will develop their number patterns/number bond awareness. The children will be using mastery model and images to support maths learning, such as part whole models.


Literacy
In literacy, we will be reading The Three Little Pigs, The Runaway Pancake and The Magic Porridge Pot.  Children will use actions to help them retell stories. They will engage in sequencing activities and role-play. Their skill of blending will be enhanced by reading activities during our guided reading and literacy lessons.  Children will develop their segmenting skills through oral and written activities. They will use their knowledge of phonics to label characters, make shopping lists, create posters and write character descriptions. The children will be developing their reading fluency in order to comprehend simple stories and answer questions.




Communication and Language

Children will be able to retell the stories (see theme box). Children will use actions to support their story retelling.  They will be able to answer a range of questions about the characters, events and setting. Children will engage in specific CL warm up activities such as the what’s up game, and what’s in the box, spot the difference, vocabulary-building opportunities.
Children will develop their communication and language skills through a range of communication and language provision such as the bakery role-play.

The children will discuss the feeling of the characters in the story and relate to that to themselves. They will discuss the actions of the characters and develop their moral understanding, e.g. is it ok to steal? The children will look at the strengths of the characters and use this to discuss their strengths and make suggestions for things that would like to get better at. We will look at our feelings and how we can manage these and how we can build relationships by developing our understanding of feelings and how our actions can influence this. The children will apply an understanding of feelings to music, movement and art.


Expressive Arts and Design

In expressive Arts and design, children will be exploring different materials, creating collage, designing and constructing houses and using a variety of tools to change materials. We will look at instruments and songs and begin to create our own songs. Children will develop their skills of drawing by following systematic instructions.  The children will respond to different forms of music and express themselves through movement through Charanga. The children will investigate form, function by creating masks, and follow instructions to complete a simple drawing. The children will be exploring natural materials to create their own houses, giving reasons for material choices.






Understanding of the world

Children will discuss the family customs and routines within the stories and discussing their own.  They will discover how things change and look at some cooking equipment. Children will begin to recognise technology in their environment and match it to specific purposes, e.g. a microwave for heating food. They will link this knowledge to understand cooking methods in the past and present. The children will draw information from a simple map. The children will observe and follow a simple map to Morrison’s. Children will learn how to log onto the computer and complete a simple programme. Children will discuss their family and the people who are special to them whilst developing their knowledge and understanding of Hinduism.  They will look at similarities and differences between themselves and others. The children will look at specific animals in the stories, compare, and contrast similarities and differences between these animals. The children will look at wind force supplied by various pieces of equipment and will test and predict to see which is the strongest.

We will develop our vocabulary during this theme.  We will use connectives in sentences to join ideas and opinions together and will talk in past and present tenses. The children will be able to answer a range of questions about the characters, events and setting. Children will engage in specific CL warm up activities such as what’s in the box, spot the difference, vocabulary building opportunities.
Children will develop their communication and language skills through a range of communication and language provision such as the castle role-play area.
Literacy

In literacy the children will be reading a range of fiction and non-fiction texts about London, The King and Castles.  Children will use actions to help them retell stories. They will engage in sequencing activities and role play. Their skill of blending will be enhanced by reading activities during our guided reading and literacy lessons.  Children will develop their segmenting skills through oral and written activities. They will use their knowledge of phonics to label landmarks, write short captions of 3 to 4 words, create posters and write character descriptions. The children will be developing their reading fluency in order to comprehend simple stories and answer questions.





Mathematics

Within maths the half term the children will be working with numbers larger than 10. They will begin to use their number composition number to learn number bonds to 5 and beyond. The children will use a range of manipulatives and images to support the identification of number patterns such as ordering (back and forward)  doubling and to aid reasoning skills. 
The children will use counters, tens frames and part whole models to solve addition and subtraction sums using numbers to 10. 


Physical Development

During our PE lessons the children will be developing their gymnastic skills with the PNE coach. They will learn how to successfully perform a range of moves and how to fluently join movements together to create a sequence. They will continue to engage in handwriting and funky finger activities in order to develop fine motor skills for writing. Fundamental movement skills will be refined and practised during PE sessions and through outdoor provision. There will be a focus on cooperative games. The children were learn keeping healthy by investigating healthy foods, oral hygiene and keeping active.

Expressive Arts and Design

In expressive Arts and design children will be exploring different materials, creating collage, designing and constructing crown and using a variety of tools to change materials. We will look at instruments and songs and begin to create our own songs. Children will develop their pencil and tool skills when looking at our focus artist.  The children will respond to different forms of music and express themselves through movement. They will create their own songs based on the song “London Bridge is Falling Down” by changing the words to fit with other London landmarks and using instruments to accompany the tune.






Understanding of the world

Throughout the term the children will compare and contrast Preston and London. They will talk about physical and human geography and things that are same and different from each locality. We will go on a virtual tour of London and learn some interesting facts. The children will read simple maps to find the landmarks. The Children will learn how to log onto the computer and complete a simple programme using purple mash to create king and Queen ‘Mashcam’ photographs. The children will discuss the life of the king learning about the past and present using old black and white photographs. We explore the Great Fire of London and how our lives have changed since then. Children will discuss people in the community whilst developing their knowledge and understanding our special world. The children will be continuing their understanding of different religions by learning different views about the world and how we can look after it. 
Personal, Social and Emotional Development

Throughout the term the children will investigate how to keep healthy. They will investigate good oral health and be visited by a dentist. Within provision the children will take part in different activities to prompt brushing their teeth. They will make good food choices by identify which foods are healthy and unhealthy and make a healthy smoothie (making links to changes of state for their Knowledge and Understanding of the world).  The children will look at our feelings and how we can manage these and how we can build relationships by developing our understanding of feelings and how our actions can influence this. The children will apply an understanding of feelings to music, movement and art.

Literacy

The children will write a story sentences in the style of ‘That’s not my…’ books, using adjectives to describe key features of different animals, and, at the end of the unit, then look at how to make our writing better by self-correcting. Before that they will write character and setting descriptions. We will write nonfiction sentences about how to look after different pets and descriptive captions about the pet shop. We will develop our understanding of sentence writing using fingers spaces and full stops. 
The children will be continuing to read and build up their own phonics skills using their own books during guided reading sessions with the adults in class. The children will read a variety of fiction and non-fiction books depending on their ability. Children will engage in phonics activities within provision including matching captions and pictures.


Communication and Language
Throughout the theme the children will answer questions about their plants and their growth. They will be able to use key theme vocabulary confidently to express knowledge and understanding. We will focus on following general class instructions. Children will be able to use complex sentences to recall facts about the world. They will answer how and why questions about what they have learnt and ask questions to develop their own questioning skills. We will play games such as guess who and what is in the bag.




Physical Development
Handwriting practise every day will help develop our letter formation. We will also have weekly funky fingers activities which include threading the horns on a goat, twisting pipe cleaners to make a curly tail for a pig, using tweezers to put the dog biscuits in a bowl and clipping and unclipping dog leads. The children will be taught the importance of washing hands before handling food. Within our PE lessons we will develop our fundamental movement skills such as jumping, running, throwing, catching and hopping with a coach. 

Mathematics

Within maths the half term the children will be working with numbers larger than 10. They will begin to use their number composition number to learn number bonds to 5 and beyond. The children will use a range of manipulatives and  images to support the identification of number patterns such as ordering (back and forward)  doubling and to aid reasoning skills. 
The children will use counters, tens frames and part whole models to solve addition and subtraction sums using numbers to 10. 
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Expressive Arts and Design

In class there will be a role play shop and farm to support and enhance the children’s learning. In the creative area the children will create their own colleges to make a variety of animals, use colour mixing to create their own realistic interpretation of common pets and will make masks. The children will demonstrate their knowledge and understanding of our theme by creating different works of art.

Personal, Social and Emotional Development

Each week the children will develop their relationship skills during key worker time. During this time they will talk about their feelings and discuss different personal scenarios. 
As part of living in the wider world topic we will be looking at people who help us in our county and in the wider world. We will also have a visit from someone who helps us.  We will look at the importance of screen and how this can be managed. Through our exploration of jobs we will look at why jobs are important and what people have jobs. We will explore money and how it is used and look at ways to pay and become familiar with some simple coins. 





Understanding of the world
Throughout the term we will be learning about where our food comes from and will observe plant growth and talk about what they need to be healthy. Linking to our history focus the children will observe seasonal changes throughout the year and discuss the features of different time points in the year. 
The children will investigate changes of state linking to our Farm theme by making butter, bread and predicting what will happen to eggs when they are cooked. The children will observe different farming methods and order equipment used in the past and present for example making flour using a windmill and churning butter.  
 We will look closely at the features of different animals, compare and contrast their features and discuss their similarities and differences alongside the life cycle of a chicken.
The children will continue to develop their understanding of Christianity and Islam by looking at Bible and  Quran stories linking to ‘Our Special Places.’













Communication and Language

Throughout the term the children will be looking at different stories and noticing the repeated refrains in them. They will read the story of Dear zoo. 
The children will develop good listening skills and will apply this by following instructions with several parts.
The children will use soft toys and puppets we will develop our own role play language. They will be able to use key theme vocabulary confidently to express knowledge and understanding.

Literacy

Throughout the theme the children  will be writing their own versions of Dear Zoo and create lift the flap books. Thew children will write a recount of the school trip through the application of their phonetical knowledge. 
Thew children will begin to read independently and to answer questions about a range of different texts, such a Dear Zoo, Rumble in the Jungle . The children will focus on decoding the tricky words from the story of Dear Zoo and read captions from the story and find the correct picture to match.

Physical Development

Within physical development this half term the children will continue to develop their fundamental movement skills of running, jumping, hopping, and skipping. The children will develop the skills necessary to link various movements together to participate in various team games. Linking to PSED the children will learn to work as part of team during both PE sessions and during sports day. 
Mathematics

Throughout the term the children will be using mastery model and images to support maths learning, such as part whole models. The children will revisit previous topics such a number bonds, doubling and addition and subtraction and develop previous knowledge by using reasoning skills to solve problems. The children will use counters, tens frames and part whole models to solve addition and subtraction sums using numbers to 10. The children will use property of shape knowledge and mapping skills to develop their special reasoning. 
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Expressive Arts and Design



The children will continue to act out our own stories using role play and small world play. In art sessions the children will use different materials and join them in different ways to create jungle pictures, making links to locality knowledge. 
We will use instruments to create our own versions of ‘Down in the Jungle.’
The children will investigate colour identification and mixing through investigating jungle animals that camouflage. The children will create their own colours by missing paints. 





Understanding of the world

With in RE this half term the children will continue to develop their knowledge and understanding of special places by identifying features of a Church and Mosque. The children will use a wide range of religious vocabulary to discuss the similarities and differences between the two places of worship.  Within the theme of ‘The Jungle’  the children will be visiting a zoo. They will look closely on the impact of human life in the jungle and how it is affecting the animals and plants there. The children will investigate different jungle localities and compare and contrast these with Preston. The children will use key vocabulary to discuss comparisons.  The children  will role play jungle pets and learn how to look after sick and injured animals.
The children create digital art of jungle animals using the purple mash program.


Personal, Social and Emotional Development


This half term we will be focusing on transitions and new beginnings, supporting the children to move on to the next class. The children will learn how to identify how they are feeling about changes through discussions around changes that have happened in their experiences. Linking to a history focus the children will recap how they have change physically through their lives and how these changes made them feel. Through stories and real life scenarios the children will discuss how changes can make them feel and how to overcome any negative feelings with appropriate strategies such as talking to as trusted adult.
